	District Councillors Report by Cllr Spencer Flower

East Dorset Core Strategy - The Full Council meeting will take place at Furzehill, with public attendance being accommodated on a first come first served basis. As there is limited provision at Furzehill it has been decided to provide a Web Streaming of the Council meeting so that folk can watch the proceedings in the comfort of their own homes via their PC. This is a Council meeting held in public not a public meeting. We will be setting out these arrangements clearly and making the details known to the public in due course via press releases and on Dorset For You. 

The number of responses this time was significantly less than the previous periods of consultation, which you would expect as this round of consultation only related to any changes introduced as a result of the previous pre-submission consultation. 
The Council has taken almost 8 years to get to this stage in the preparation of the new Local Plan, of which the Core Strategy is a very important part, including over 46 weeks if public consultation [more the double the statutory requirement]. This has given more than enough opportunity for the public to make Elected Members aware of their general mood, concerns and aspirations. 

There are a very small number of resident, particularly in West Parley, who are against any form of new housing in their part of the district. It would seem logical for those who are not satisfied with the emerging Local Plan, which, subject to Member approval, will be submitted to the Secretary of State in March, to seek to put their views to the Independent Planning Inspector at the EIP on the soundness of the Core Strategy. This is expected to be arranged for the summer of this year.
New Potterne Park, Verwood 3G sports pitch opened - The new state-of-the-art 3G all-weather sports pitch, providing a football and rugby small-sided match and training facility, has been opened at Potterne Park in Verwood. The facility was opened by Bournemouth FC player Matt Tubbs. The ceremony included speeches from Mike Fry, Chairman of Verwood Arts & Leisure Association (VALA), which will manage the pitch, and Cllr Spencer Flower, Leader of East Dorset District Council, which gave support for the building of the facility, funded from the Verwood Contributions Fund. The pitch is one of three new facilities being provided in Verwood following successful negotiations by the Council to sell Verwood Leisure Centre to Morrisons for an extended supermarket. The sale will part fund a new state-of-the-art 50-station gym extension which is now being built at Verwood Hub and a new 4 court sports hall under construction at the Emmanuel Middle School for use by the school and the public.  This has been a good example of partnership working between the District Council providing funding and support and the work of VALA and volunteers from the local community. The developments in Verwood will improve the sport and fitness facilities in the district and help us to meet our objectives to improve opportunities for young people in the area to live healthy and successful lives.
County Councillor’s Report by Cllr Peter Finney (West Moors & Holt)
The Budget
The measures affecting the Environment portfolio as agreed by the Budget Working Group and endorsed by the Environment Overview Committee have been approved by cabinet. They should have minimal effect on services. I think it is remarkable how we have managed such a substantial budget reduction without more difficulty. 
Superfast Broadband Project
There have been concerns about the way this has been progressing and a recent Peer Review took place to see what changes were necessary. As a result, Dugald Lockhart has been appointed lead officer. I am confident this will re-energise the project. The Invitation to Tender has now been issued but understandably the meeting of “Superchampions” scheduled for Monday has been postponed to a later date.
Bournemouth, Dorset & Poole Minerals and Waste Joint Advisory Committee
The Minerals Plan has now been submitted to the Secretary of State. It is hoped all the authorities will be able to approve it by the end of 2013. There will be nothing further to report until after the election when public work on site allocations gets under way.
Gypsy and Travellers

There will be nothing further to report until work to update the Needs Assessment for Dorset is completed. 
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Asset Management

Work continues on asset reduction. Some 23 properties are committed to the Dorset Development Partnership and in solicitors’ hands.
Local Nature Partnership

The Local Nature Partnership Board is now being recruited. Robert Gould Cabinet Member for environment has been appointed to represent DCC.

Highways and Transportation
As reported in earlier notes there has been an exponential rise in the number of potholes in our road network running at some 6000 pa three times more than is normal. This is of course due to the un-precented wet weather we have experienced during our so called summer and autumn.

In order to get to grips with this problem I have diverted funds from some surfacing works into the catch up programme, the additional funds some £250k will largely bring us back on course. Now is not the time to affect permanent repairs so we must wait until weather conditions are more conducive to the laying of hot materials. In the mean time I would urge everyone to report a pothole if spotted if it’s not reported it will not get repaired.
