(free admission, but voluntary collection.) An ancient Church situated in the centre of Standish. Beautiful Church with Steeple. Inside the
Church are many Artefacts and Monuments.
Outside in front of the Church are the rebuilt Standish Well, the Village Cross and Stocks. Also, a new monument to her majesty Queen Elizabeth 1 1 to celebrate her 60th. Jubilee 2012.

All Saints Parish Church Wigan. Rector Rev. R Hutchinson. 01942 244459.
Open Saturday 10.30 a.m. to 2.30 p.m.
Easily accessed in the centre of Wigan, this Church has served the people of Wigan and District for well over 1000 years.
Inside the Church are many Artefacts and Monuments. Some of these are in the process of
refurbishment, the Crawford Chapel Monuments, the High Altar Reredos and the Walmesley Chapel. All information on the ongoing refurbishment is available in the Church.

St. George Water St. off Riverway Wigan. Rev R Hutchinson 01942 244459.
Open Saturday 8th. 2.00 p.m. to 4.00 p.m.
Built in the 1 S^.Century, the Church was gutted by fire. From 1982 to 1984, the Church was subjected to a Renewal by local Architects, Anthony Grimshaw Associates. The roof was renewed and the interior was completely redone. Not much of the internal materials were usable in the rebuild. What could be saved was installed as features in the new gallery. New furniture made from Polished English Ash, designed by the Architects, completed the job.
•
Park Lane Unitarian Chapel Bryn. Ian Lowe 0 1 942 236360.
Open Saturday 8th. 10.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m.
Situated off the A49 just passed the motorway island on the right hand side towards Bryn.
This Chapel built in 1697 by Local Subscription has many historic features. Its upkeep is a credit
to its Members and has that welcoming aura on entry. Lots of information is available in the
Chapel on its history. To compliment Open Days a few "bric-a-brac" stalls will be open plus Refreshments on sale.
•
St. James with St. Thomas Poolstock. Pam Bancroft 01942 713198.
Open Saturday 8th. 10.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m.
A beautiful Church situated just off the main road from Wigan to Ashton in Poolstock and fronted by a walled garden. The Church is very well designed and has undergone much work over the last 15 years or so. The interior is of the highest order and in design and finish and is well worth the some time to admire its beauty. Saturday is " coffee morning" and sandwiches are available.

St. John the Divine Pemberton Wigan. Brenda Brooks 01942576110.
Open Thursday 10.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m.
This Church situated just behind the Shops on the main thoroughfare in Pemburton, has had the interior re-appointed to a high degree of quality in the design and decoration. The brickwork outside has been repaired where necessary and sympathetically re-pointed to the original specification.

St.Catherine Scholes Wigan.     Rev. Samantha Nicholson 01942 495831.
Open Saturday 8th. 1.00 p.m. to 3.00 p.m.
The Church is undergoing major remedial work on the Steeple. The leaning Steeple has been carefully taken down and the base is being underpinned. The Steeple is being rebuilt to its original state with inner stabalisation to the structure.
The inside of the Church still retains the original Victorian specification—Box Pews and side Balconies. Well worth a visit to see the ongoing works and interior.
•
St. James Orrell Wigan. Rev. G Tuite F.D.P. 01695 622476.
Open Saturday 8th. 11.00 a.m. to 2.00 p.m.
Situated on St. James Road, this grade 11 listed Church was built in 1805 and extended to double its size in 1841. A very well built Church with arched windows and an unusual domed top to the Tower. The Presbytery is incorporated at the east end of the Church. All in all, a well presented Church and worth a visit.
•
St. Paul Goose Green Wigan. Rev. Neil Cook. 01942 242984.
Open Saturday 8th. 10.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m.
On St. Pauls Avenue, the Church was built in 1913 to 1915 by W.Chason Ralph &Son.
This is a lovely Church built in red sandstone with a nice Tower, in the style of Paley and Austin. A very nice interior and well worth a visit.
•
St. Judes Poolstock Wigan Rev. Canon Mc.Nally (Bob Smith 01942 231459)
Open Saturday 8th. 10.00a.m. to 1.00 p.m.
Built in 1963-4 a modern designed Church with many "new" features. Most notable is the Mosaic Panel over the Altar. A Crucifixus Panel designed by German Architect Hans Unger and manufactured in Germany by Eberhard Schulze. I think this Church is unique in Wigan for its modernistic design.
•
Chowbent Unitarian Chapel Atherton. Daivid Shallcross 01942 260161.
Open Friday 7^.12.00 to 5.00pm. Saturday 8th. 10.00a.m. to 5.00 p.m. Sunday 9th. 12.00 to 3.00pm
The Chapel was built in 1721. Inside it has the original Box Pews and a unique 3 tier Pulpit.
A first floor Gallery on 3 sides which houses a fine Pipe Organ made by Youngs of Manchester
circa 1921.
The Chapel will have Stewards on hand to talk about the Chapel history and how the
Congregation defended Penwortham Bridge at Preston during the Civil War.
In the Chapel Hall there will be Archive material and many pictures on view. Other items are also on sale, The History of Chowbent Chapel by J.J. Wright a former Minister of the Chapel, published in 1921, Baptisms and Burial records and the DVD "Our Heritage"
