TILLICOULTRY, COALSNAUGHTON & DEVONSIDE COMMUNITY COUNCIL
DRAFT MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 13 NOVEMBER 2018 AT 7.00 PM
AT THE BEN CLEUCH CENTRE, TILLICOULTRY

In Attendance – PC Dawn Grant, Councillor Donald Balsillie, Councillor Martha Benny, Councillor Helen Lewis, and two members of the public, David Foss and Sylvia Hay.

Apologies – Robert McClelland.  
Chairperson’s remarks – DS-J welcomed everyone to the meeting, noting the good turnout.  An additional item for the agenda is the community councillor co-option.

Police report – Copies of PC Grant’s monthly report will be placed on the CC notice boards.  
Minutes of October AGM and meeting – These had been distributed prior to the meeting.  Proposed by EY and seconded by IG.

Community Councillor co-option – two applications had been received; one from Jane Edwards who is already an associate member (ie without voting rights), plus one member of the public who was unable to attend but had provided a personal statement that was read to the councillors.  JE also made a brief statement.  A vote was thereafter held, resulting in JE being unanimously selected.  ACTION: DS-J will contact the other applicant to let them know, thank them for their interest, and mention the opportunity for them to attend future meetings and become an associate member which was the route followed by JE.
Matters arising (not on the Action List)
Additional litter bins: Cllr Benny to query this with Kenny Inglis.
New Christmas tree lights: delivery is scheduled for tomorrow.  ACTION: EY to contact electrician to have them put up.  EMcA to locate key for power box of the Murray Clock prior to the switch on.
Christmas Lights switch on - 25 November: CCs who can steward at this should turn up at 4.45 pm.  Event commences at 5.00 pm for the 5.30 pm switch on.  The legs on the Murray Clock have been repaired within the last week by Clacks Council, having been reported to them last year by EMcA.  ACTION: EMcA will put posters on the notice boards.  EMcA to contact Tilly Primary School for the names of the school children doing the switch on.  EM to contact Peter Foster.
New benches in the community: DF will provide the CC with a list of proposed sites for new benches and it was agreed that, once known, the CC will look into making sure permission will be granted.  ACTION: DS-J will contact the Tilly Ladies again as we hope to avoid two separate groups/individuals placing a bench in the same location.  
Tillicoultry Community Garden: DF said that this garden is for the enjoyment of the community.  They are seeking more volunteers as they are struggling with currently only having five volunteers.  He was advised about the contacts that the CC uses.  He also mentioned that on Sunday 9 December they will be hosting ‘Carols by Candlelight’ in the garden.  
Disused toilet in Murray Square: EMcA asked if the council owns this facility and, if so, what their plans are for it.  Cllr Balsillie to look into this.

War Memorial, Coalsnaughton Main Street – Cllr Benny confirmed that this had been cleaned up by Clacks Council.  This item can now be removed from the Action List.
Village & Townscape Initiative – nil to report.  To be discussed at December meeting.
Council budget cuts – the budget consultation is now in progress and can be found online.  
Treasurer’s report – EMcA said that we had received a £150 grant from the Murray Trust.
Secretary’s report – MW reported that she hadn’t received much correspondence as yet but that this should be resolved in the coming weeks.  ACTION: EMcA will advise all contacts of the new CC e-mail address so that MW can deal with these.  EMcA also to confirm to Cllr Dave Clark that Coalsnaughton and Devonside are now within the boundary for EDF applications.
Planning report – nil to report.

Social Committee report – IM said that there had been a gala meeting recently.  Funds are in place, but he emphasised that more people are needed.  
Community Action Plan – nil to report.

EDF – nil to report.
Sports Hub – nil to report.

Councillors’ reports – Cllr Lewis apologised for missing the wreath laying at Coalsnaughton War Memorial on Remembrance Sunday at the weekend which was due to a misunderstanding over times.  She placed Clacks Council’s wreath at the memorial later that day.  She also mentioned the letters that had recently been sent to the community councils stating that they must pay for the power supplied to their Christmas lights.  She said that we must ignore this as it is due to a misunderstanding on the part of Scottish Power.  She confirmed that Clacks Council will continue to pay for the power supply.

Cllr Benny had attended an EDF Liaison Group meeting which provided an update and timeline for the installation of the additional, bigger wind turbines.  These will start to appear from April 2019 onwards; once operational, more money will be generated for the EDF fund.

Cllr Balsillie confirmed that Clacks Council’s budget consultation is now underway.  A housing improvement programme has been approved.  A couple of sites have been identified in Tillicoultry, ie the Mill Glen and the former primary school site, as well as in Coalsnaughton.  DF raised the concern about a lack of bungalows being built for older people to move into.  Cllr Baillie confirmed that Clacks Council is aware of this issue but that developers focus on building properties that will make the highest profit for them; they don’t make as much money in this area as they would for the same new builds in Glasgow or Edinburgh.  He added that the council’s future planned buildings in Clackmannanshire will be more geared towards single people and couples, plus sheltered housing-type properties.  Another point he made was that younger people need to be encouraged/attracted to living in Clackmannanshire.
AOCB – MT spoke of his concerns re speeding in Coalsnaughton and mentioned Coalsnaughton Primary School’s campaign for a sign at the Fishcross end of the village.  He will raise this with the police at next month’s meeting as they have not responded to his recent e-mail.  Cllr Balsillie said that he would also look into this.
