MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 14 JANUARY 2020 AT 7.00 PM
AT THE BEN CLEUCH CENTRE, TILLICOULTRY
Present – Jane Edwards (JE), Ian Gordon (IG), Ewart McAuslane (EMcA), Ian Millar (IM), Elma Mitchell (EM), Alex Robertson (AR), Cammy Robertson (CR), Mick Taylor (MT), Melanie White (MW) and Elizabeth Young (EY).

In attendance – PC James Miller.
Apologies – Robert McAulay (RMcA), Robert McClelland (RMcC), Damian Sherwood-Johnson (DS-J) and Councillor Martha Benny. 
Chairman’s remarks – EMcA chaired the meeting in the absence of DS-J and RMcC, welcoming everyone to our first meeting of the year.  He confirmed that Brian Cuthbert-Imrie has, unfortunately, had to resign from the committee and had advised DS-J about this at the end of last year.

Police report – copies of PC Miller’s monthly report will be placed on the CC notice boards.  
Minutes of December 2019 meeting – proposed by EY and seconded by IM.

Matters arising (not on the Action List) – 
Donations at Christmas lights switch on: EY advised us that £73.75 was raised in donations for the refreshments provided in the annexe by Tillycoeur, Tilly Baptist Church and Tilly Tearoom.  The Baptist Church’s treasurer, Stewart McQueen, has sent a cheque for this amount to Strathcarron Hospice.
Hogmanay Hoolie: EM to speak to RMcC to discuss the possibility of the CC organising one in Coalsnaughton this year.
Action list – see separate sheet.  
Community Action Plan and Village & Small Town Centre Initiative – 
Open Day:  DS-J to arrange this.
Summary re Village & Small Town Centre Initiative: EMcA has drafted this for all CCs to go through and to let him know about any amendments and discuss next month.

Treasurer’s report – EMcA -
Clackmannanshire Council grant: our annual community council grant of £600 has been received;
OAP group: the local group has now disbanded and will distribute their account funds themselves;
Christmas lights: we are awaiting the electrician’s bill for our up/down costs at Murray Square, and we are also waiting to hear back from him regarding one of our lights which is faulty;

EDF Microgrants: an application for £250 funding has been received from a local lad for a Scouts trip to Kazakhstan in February.  He would then do talks about the trip to his fellow Scouts and to ourselves.  EDF grants don’t cover foreign travel but can pay for costs in this country.  EMcA questioned if the CC should instead make an ex gratia payment of £250 towards the trip instead of agreeing to a microgrant, and all CCs present agreed.
Secretary’s report – MW - 
Local Development Plan Review: this consultation is now underway.  A drop-in session will be held at the Ben Cleuch Centre on Tuesday 11 February from 3.00 pm to 7.00 pm, followed by a presentation to us afterwards at our meeting.  The consultation runs until 6 March;
Speed reduction and pedestrian facilities in Coalsnaughton: Alan Murray, team leader of Clacks Council’s Traffic & Transportation, has offered to meet with us (plus the local residents who have contacted his office direct) in February to show us a drawing of his initial proposal and to hear our views;

Budget consultation: Clacks Council’s consultation is underway.  They are proposing a 4% increase in council tax, a 2% increase in fees/charges for council services (eg for leisure facilities) and a 1.5% increase in council tenant rent.  The consultation ends on 24 January;
Notice boards: we received a query from a dog walking/pet sitting company that has been set up recently, covering Clackmannanshire, asking if we could place their flyer on our notice boards.  All CCs present agreed that this can be put up for a time on our boards.  
Planning report – MT -
The Red Lion, Tillicoultry – plans have been submitted for change of use of this pub and associated residential property to form a restaurant and small takeaway, with the installation of an extraction flue.
Social Committee report – 
Gala Day: a meeting on Tuesday 28 January will be held at the Ben Cleuch Centre to see if enough volunteers are available for it to go ahead this year.  
EDF – EMcA’s draft protocol for the use of the EDF events grant funding was discussed.
Sports Hub – the next meeting will be on 29 January at Kilncraigs, Alloa.

Councillors’ reports – no councillors in attendance.
AOCB – IM and AR will be responsible for replacing the pads on our defibrillators in Coalsnaughton and Tillicoultry when they have been used.  CR will help when they are unable to do so.  IM to show them both how to replace the pads and give them some spare ones.  Also, EMcA will pay both the optician in Tillicoultry and the shop in Coalsnaughton £25 per annum to cover the cost of the electricity supply to each unit.

The next meeting of the CC will be held on Tuesday 11 February 2020 at the Ben Cleuch Centre, Tillicoultry, at 7.00 pm.
