MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 12 JUNE 2018 AT 7.00 PM
AT THE BEN CLEUCH CENTRE, TILLICOULTRY

Apologies – Robert McClelland, John Mitchell and Mick Taylor.  
Chairperson’s remarks – DS-J welcomed everyone to the meeting.  The CC needs to consider governance and sustainability when returning in August.  The first hour of this meeting will focus on the issue of dog fouling, with a quick run through the remaining items on the agenda thereafter.
Dog fouling – the CC has limited capacity and asked how the community can help.  One particular problem area is the primary school even although dogs are not allowed in the grounds.  The path there was publicly funded which means that the public can’t be prevented from using it and letting their dogs in.  Various options were discussed, such as education/leafletting/posters re the health hazards involved.  Another option is a community newsletter which is something that could be funded by an EDF application.  Clackmannanshire Council has no resources to help out.
Police report – no report has been received this month.

Minutes of last meeting – these had been distributed and were approved.  Proposed by EM and seconded by EY.

Matters arising (not on the Action List):

Centenary Hall – their application for funding for blinds was successful.
Gala day – this will be held on Sunday, although there may not be any bunting this year due to the recent wet weather and forecast high winds.  IM said that more help is needed from the CC.  Also, Graeme Clark is standing down as the MC after this year’s event.  IM will be taking more of a back seat next year.  EMcA added that future funding may be a problem.

Tilly Tidy Up – DS-J reported that this was a success, with around 20 volunteers turning up.  Around 26 bags were filled.  It is hoped that this will become an annual event.  A lot of the equipment that was purchased (from the events fund) can be used again or borrowed by other community groups.  He will provide a report at our next meeting.
Council budget cuts – nil to report.

Transfer of charitable funds – options are for either a completely refreshed arrangement or to leave things as they are and disburse the money.

City Deal – this was recently signed off.

Provost’s Light – AR and EMcA to see what they can do with this.

Participation request at Moss Road – the trees at the back and the hedge at the front of the property have been cut down.  EMcA continues to liaise with the council tax staff and awaits their response.
Siting of defibrillator – EY handed over the consent letters from the relevant parties.  The EDF will fund the purchase of the unit from the British Heart Foundation.

Coalsnaughton Main Street – although this issue is ongoing, it is noticeably better.

Councillors’ reports – Cllr Balsillie said that the Small Townscape Initiative would be something to bear in mind with relation to the gala and that currently the £2,000 funds from the EDF seems to be sustaining local galas.  Regarding the City Deal, Clackmannanshire has done very well, with an environmental centre earmarked for south Alloa (west of the Weir Pumps site).  Everything is still at early stages.  Discussions are ongoing re the forthcoming Local Development Plan (new housing sites/business potential) and will go to community consultation.
Cllr Benny is asking the council to consider putting the new style of amber globes at the crossing on Moss Road to make it more visible.  The chicane is still to be installed there.  She also said that it is important to make the most of tourism in Clackmannanshire and to put something into place with what is done with the money.  Finally, after the summer recess, the council will be different, ie all parties working together with no politics!
