All  Change,  well  perhaps  not  all  in  realityé 
 
How do you get on with change? 
 
Jane, my wife, would tell you that I find change quite difficult and something that can make me anxious. This 
comes from the time when I was a Junior Doctor, working in hospitals and experiencing a change in job every 
3-6months with new things to learn, new ways of doing things and a new team of people to work with. Each job 
change brought with it some anxieties for the first couple of weeks until I had got my head around it all. éand it 
seems to happen with relentless regularity! 
 
Obviously, there are many other changes we experience in life - relationships, marriage, children and I have to 
say grandchildren now(!), moving home, the sadness of loss and the list goes on. And dare I mention the 
political situationé 
 
In the most of this there is a bible verse I learnt as a young Christian, when I was about 12:  

Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever. 
Hebrews 13:8 

 
Here we are reminded that whatever is happening in the world around us or even in our own lives God and 
Jesus are constant. They are unchanging and for me that brings comfort in the midst the anxiety of change. 
 
We find the Psalmist writing: 

Yes, my soul, find rest in God; my hope comes from him. 
Truly he is my rock and my salvation; he is my fortress, I will not be shaken. 

My salvation and my honour depend on God; he is my mighty rock, my refuge. 
Trust in him at all times, you people; pour out your hearts to him, 

for God is our refuge. 
Psalm 62:5-8 

So why am I thinking about change this month? 
Is it because I am writing at the beginning of a New Year? No, not really. 
 
However, I am writing shortly after the amazing service and lunch we had in Doddington on January 6th when 
we said thank you to Richard and Sylvia Birch for their 10 years of ministry amongst us in the Parish of 
Kingsdown and Creekside. 
 
And of course with Richardôs retirement comes change. As I wrote about in the last Newsletter, as a Parish we 
are not in the position to replace him directly. However there have been an agreement with High Downs Parish 
(Eastling, Stalisfield and Throwley that we will join together in seeking a second Priest to share between us. 
This means that I will be made Priest-in-Charge of High Downs in addition to being Rector of Kingsdown & 
Creekside to enable us to move forwards with this. 
 
So this means double change! It also means that there will be a change in our services and who will be leading 
them - it wonôt always be the óVicarô but the joy of being part of Kingsdown & Creekside for me has always been 
the willingness of people to share the load, to lead services and to preach at them (as Richard wrote last 
month). Thank you to all those involved in the Ministry Leadership Team and beyond. 
 
We are hopeful that largely the present pattern of services will continue with all of us working together and that 
we might see Godôs Church flourish in our villages. 
 
Recently I was struck by the opening verse of Psalm 127. 

Unless the Lord builds the house, the builders labour in vain. 
Unless the Lord watches over the city, the guards stand watch in vain. 

 
We look to our unchanging God in this time of change for the life of His Church here, in our changing lives and 
in our changing nation.
