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SWIMMING REPORT  
Nov. 2010 to Nov. 2011

It has been another successful year for the swim team with a haul of medals from every competition entered.
In November last year we headed to Dumfries for the Dumfries and Galloway regional competition, we only had a small team of  2 Male and 2 Females but we came in 2nd behind the host club.

We were invited to and took part in the Forth Valley regional competition, in February again we recorded exceptionally good times.

There were two Lothian regional competitions one in March and one in September, where our swimmers competed and were selected for the Scottish Nationals.  

The Scottish National competition was held on Saturday 7 May in Tollcross, Glasgow.  With a number of new swimmers in our system, LSO was able to enter one of our largest teams  8 Males & 7 females.  Again we did extremely well with our swimmers rising to the challenge coming back to Lothian with a good selection of medals and everyone recording a PB.

The world Games saw a change of plan – Scott Quin who was selected for the GB team, was then also selected for the GB paralympic European Championships in Berlin.  This saw Scott move away from Special Olympics towards hopefully competing in paralympic competition in 2012 and of course the Commonwealth Games in 2014.  We wish Scott all the best in his endeavour and we are proud to have played a part in Scotts route to success.

At short notice, David Fergus, stepped up to the mark and replaced Scott in Athens and returned the honour coming back with 2 medals a bronze and a silver.  Well done David an excellent achievement.

We took a very small team of 5 swimmers (2 male and 3 female) to Cardiff on 21 to 23 Oct, for the SOGB national swimming competition.  For 2 of these swimmers, it was the first time at a GB National competition and also the first time away from home without parents.  Returning with 4 golds, 3 silvers and 2 forth places, says it all.  Our swimmers enjoy what they are doing, and we are extremely proud of not only their achievements in competition but also their behaviour whilst away from home and sportsmanship.  

Our team of swimmers and volunteers continue to expand, and with development meetings of coaches and volunteers planned, this makes swimming in Lothian secure.
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
