Division Four
BIG-HITTING Norman Elliott smashed his way into the record books with one of the biggest scores ever in the HPH York Vale Cricket League.
The Burn II batsman clattered 20 boundaries and four sixes on his way to an unbeaten 173 against Wheldrake II in division four.
His score was a Burn club record and featured in a stand of exactly 200 with Arthur Adamson (52) as Burn rattled up a total of 264-3.
Elliott's blitz is thought to be the fourth-highest Vale League innings ever after Hemingbrough's Matty Clark smashed 211 not out against Clifton Alliance last year. Clark also made 174 against Wheldrake last summer while James Dakin (Thixendale) scored an unbeaten 192 in 2008 against Malton & Old Malton.
Ten-man Wheldrake started off in a blaze of glory with John Cockerill blasting 42 from 27 balls, but Dave Bramley's wicket to wicket bowling earned him 5-27 while Tom Hicks chipped in with 2-5. Wheldrake skipper Nick Myers, who had taken two of the three Burn wickets to fall, was still at the crease when the final wicket fell at 140.
Burn won by 124 runs while promotion rivals Pocklington eased to a 114-run against Ovington II, Jed Vale scoring 84 for Pock.He hit 11 boundaries and three sixes to rescue Pock frm a precarious 65-4 after 20 overs on a wet pitch.
Ovington were then denied a single batting point when they were bowled out for 74, Peter eastwoof taking 4-24 and Chris Bullock needing just 11 deliveries to finish with 3-2. Apart from opener Pete smith who carried his bat for 30 not out, all Ovington's bastmen struggled to come to terms with the pitch.
The Goole Town v Bishopthorpe II game has been rescheduled for Sunday, August 5.

Division One
ROB Thorpe made an heroic century to inject life into Clifton Alliance's fight against relegation.
He was struck on the head by a beamer from Liam Herringshaw early in his innings as Alliance set off in pursuit of Ovington's 165-9, but after a lengthy delay for treatment he resumed to score an unbeaten 109 to take his side to a seven-wicket win.
In a match reduced to 36 overs, Thorpe was well supported by Will Scholey (45). Earlier Ovington got off to a good start, reaching 88 before losing their first wicketbut the introduction of Alliance skipper Simon Cook into the attack changed the course of the innings. He bowled an immaculate line and length to take 6-36, all bowled, including top scorer Trevor Ashby (67).
Hemingbrough's reign at the top lasted just a week as North Cave regained the leadership with a comprehensive 71-run win set up by Mike Stellings (71).He put on 76 with Craig Hewson, who was run out for 24 and the innings was given a further boost by James Ferguson's unbeaten 43.At 39-4 Hemingbrough were up against it before Layton Hallam (51) took them to a degree of respectability at 113 all out. Ioan Pearce took 4-37 while Rob Page took late wickets to finish with 4-33.
Copmanthorpe lost the first of a league and cup weekend double header against Hirst Courtney who eased to an eight-wicket win. Cop slid to 13-3 but recovered to post 142-7 thanks to Sunny Sharma (50no) and Giles Ricks who was run out for 41. Sam Dunn took 3-27. Hirst were always in control with Craig Lawson making 32 and the job being finished by Nigel Goddard (52no) and Jake Wild (35no).
Bishopthorpe struggled from 63-5 to 119-5 at tea against Stockton & Hopgrove thanks to Ben Smith's unbeaten 35. Dan Fairclough took 3-25 from a dozen overs for Stockton, but it proved enough as Stockton's batting was disastrous, Andrew Seager starring with 4-20. They were bowled out for 86, 31 of them scored by Richard Kerrison.
An 80-run stand between Ed Clarke (48) and Leigh Adamson (44) set up Burn's 176-6 against Wheldrake, which also included an undefeated 32 by Jamie Bingle. Matt Mellor (3-45) removed both Clarke and Adamson and David Farn took 3-45. Wheldrake bowler Dan Nicholson, who took two early wickets, was taken to hospital after feeling unwell. Wheldrake paid for a slow start by their batsmen, finishing on 139-4 at the close.Martin Lambert made 43 and James Hamilton 36 not out.

Division Two
THERE was a nervy finish at Selby who were cruising towards Westow's modest 112 all out before a clatter of wickets put the game in the balance.
After being 8-3, a 98-run stand between Gareth Pearce (48) and Steve Sherwood (37) just about got the job done for Selby. Then five wickets fell for the addition of just eight more runs before the Sandhill Lane side's ninth wicket pair Sampath Venkataramanan and Mike Parsonage nudged their team to victory. Mark Earle took 3-34 for Westow whose batsmen struggled on a difficult wicket. Mark Shipley made 37 and extras contributed 40 while Steve Clark took 4-31 and Aidan Pearce 4-34.
A half-century by opener Parag Mohite (52) saw Askham Bryan triumph over Thorpe Willoughby. The opener's effort enabled his side to make 168-8, Khalid Shefta (3-30) and Richard Bowker (3-51) starring for Thorpe whose batsmen were soon in deep trouble. Nadeem Shefta was run out for a duck after a calling mix-up with his father, Nasir. At 35-6 Thorpe were out of it and were only lifted to 117 all out by powerful hitting from Saleem Hussain (32). Askham's bowlers all put in a good shift, led by Dave Sladen (3-18). Mohite took 2-9 from eight tight overs and Pete Thornton 2-020 in 11 overs.
Ben Johnson paid for a string of dropped catches in their defeat at Kelfield. Fran Raper (49) and Chris Hyde (35) provided the backbone of the printers' 125-7 as Kelfield's bowlers, led by Matt Walker (3-16) kept it tight. Phil Smith (32) led Kelfield's march towards victory.
York RI had a walkover against Barmby Moor, who could not raise a team.

Division Three
YORK skipper Dave Patmore cracked 80 as his side beat Heworth by five wickets in a close finish at Escrick Park.
Batting first, Heworth laboured to 40-3 at drinks but Greg Sykes (76) scored his third successive half-century as his tea closed on 148-8, James Lilley taking 4-27.
Patmore and Oliver scurry (32) put York in complete control at 126-1, but after Patmore's dismissal the runs dried up as Martin Boothroyd (4-35) got to work. In the end it needed York youngster Joe Simpson to hit the winning run with two balls remaining.
South Cave & Brantingham thrashed struggling Malton & Old Malton by 153 runs.Cave didn't have it all their own way early on but an 88-run partnership between Mark Ash (59) and Rich O'Sullivan (45), plus 35 extras enabled the East Yorkshire side to take tea on 209-9. Promising teenage bowlers Oliver Varey (4-45) and Toby Sercombe (3-47) shone for ten-man Malton but the Malt batsman struggled. It looked as though they were in danger of being bowled out for single figures as Charlie Cleminshaw (4-9) and Alex Griffiths (4-14) tore through the early batting. Wayne Cullen (26) and Varey (19) rescued Malton from completeoblivion but the innings close at 56 all out.
Copmanthorpe II's Matt Oakes took five catches at mid-on as Melbourne were bowled out for just 72 on a slow,low pitch, Roy Atkinson taking 4-11 and Alistair Byers 3-13. But all the good work was undone as Cop were skittled for 42 with Martin Kidd taking 4-17 and spinner Malcolm Harrison 3-4
North Duffield romped home by ten wickets against Stillingfleet who were bowled out for 87 after being 31-5 at half way. Paul Johnson took 3-32 and S Miller 3-13 for Duffield who were sped home by Paul Johnson, who hit 51 from 58 balls, and Sean Pickles (33no from 31 deliveries).
Welton & Brough successfully defended their all out total of 118 against Thixendale thanks to a solid bowling display. Karl Wallis (4-40) and Dean Tyler (3-29) shone for Thixendale whose hopes were kept alive by Geoff Room. Dropped in the third over, Room notched 57 but apart from 14 from 13-year-old Brad Milburn, lacked any meaningful support as Chris Glover (4-16) and Oliver Thane (3-19) earned Welton an eight-run win.
 
Division Five
DUNNINGTON fast bowler James Hall (5-9) took four wickets in four balls from two wicket-maidens but still ended up on the losing side against Askham Bryan II.
Off-spinner Prasath (4-6), Pachai (3-9), in his second match for Askham, and Terry Kiernan (3-15) bowled Dunnington out for a meagre 37. Hall's heroics saw Askham reduced to 13-6 but skipper Mike Bains (14no) and wicketkeeper Varatharajam Balakumar (15no) got the required runs. The reliable John Kitson had TABS' best return with 3-19. Under-15 wicketkeeper-batsman Chris Stephenson (32no) saw TABS home to a six-wicket win.

Division Six
STAMFORD Bridge's batsmen were in the groove against Hirst Courtney II, piling up 251-7.
Stars of the show were Martin Veysey, who scored exactly 100, and Andrew Healey (93) in a second-wicket stand of 201. Ryan Lorryman (3-57) and Mark Taylor (3-80) kept plugging away for Hirst whose reply was led by Ben Copeland's 49 not out, however, he lacked any meaningful partners as Bridge's eight-man attack, led by Joe Aconley's 4-19, wrapped up an 152-run victory.
Malton & Old Malton II endured another difficult afternoon as they were skittled for just 55 by Selby II, spinner Ben Steward turning the screw with 5-7 in just nine overs. Gary Wright (38no) saw Selby home in style, Mick Liversidge taking the only wicket to fall.
Solid batting throughout the card by Stockton & Hopgrove II earned a 44-run success against Thorp Arch & Boston Spa II. Although no player topped 30, Phil Herring (29), Matt Free (28), Pat Durkin (27) and Richard Horseman (23) took them to 158 all out. Alistair Crawford (3-43) and Araum Chakroboty (3-43) were TABS's mist successful bowlers. James Contrearas (33) and Freddie Oxland (32) threatened to overhaul Stockton's score but the innings eventually subsided to 114 all out, Dan Reardon taking 3-20 and Stu Spencer 3-40.
