Died of exposure on the Gallipoli Peninsula Saturday 27th November 1915. 
 
Albert James Birch was the seventh of eight children, the family being four boys and 
four girls. His parents were Joseph John and Harriet Birch (nee Bailey). Harriet’s 
forebears had been in the village since the 18th century or earlier. She died in 1901. 
 
In 1911 Albert was living at home in Banbury Road with his father and two of his 
sisters. His brothers were no longer in the area. He was then working as a domestic 
under-gardener. Later he went to work at the local lime works. His father died in 
1911.  
 
He enlisted in the Royal Warwickshire Regiment and landed at Anzac Cove, Gallipoli 
with his battalion on 4th August 1915, arriving in the Balkans on 11th September. The 
following report appeared in the Stratford Herald:
