4. Matters Arising : None
5. Police Report
· Parking problems remain at the Nursery and Primary schools – an official one-way system at the Primary school has been discounted

· Police deal with obstructions and speeding and Parking Attendants deal with problems such as parking on double yellow lines

· D. Buchanan will send a letter to Inspector Cooper regarding the problems being experienced

6. Edinburgh Leisure 
· L. Renwick opened by stating that two years ago the Leisure Centre in Kirkliston was facing closure and was running with a £171000 deficit; last year that deficit had reduced to £61000 and the Centre is in a healthier position and no longer  on a “hit list” for closure; 240 members compared to 60 two or three years ago
· Proposal to now increase the opening hours and managing a phased return to full time opening; the suggestion at present is for full opening on a Wednesday by the summer and the hope is that the Board of Edinburgh Leisure will agree
· A question was raised as to it opening on a Sunday and that the football team is being disadvantaged as a result – L. Renwick replied that it is simply not economic to do so. He is willing to discuss ideas but at present the figures simply do not add up

· KSQFA has suggested that Edinburgh Leisure forego access to the tracts of land to the north and south of the Centre and the Council hand the land over to KSQFA, which is prepared to manage the ground as a facility for football is desperately required. L. Renwick pointed out that he has no authority to approve that suggestion.

· It would cost £1 million to put in a 3G pitch and returns from that would take up to 15 years if it were fully used

· Kirkliston does not have a population base to turn the Leisure Centre into a full facility with swimming pool, especially as there is a pool within ten minutes of the village

· CEC decides on the facilities and Edinburgh Leisure manages them; the Council is seeking to reduce subsidies to Edinburgh Leisure. Cllr. L. Paterson will investigate the possibility of the land use at the Centre; KSQFA to meet with L. Renwick to discuss what is envisaged and report back to K.C.C.

· It was felt the Leisure Centre needs to be more aggressively marketed and notice taken of comments made by the public; KCC will help with advertising the Wednesday opening once approval is received; Kirky News will also help with that
· There is also a defibrillator in the Leisure Centre

7. Inverdunning
· Representatives will be at the KCC meeting in April

· Ongoing discussions with Inverdunning, CEC and Stuart Milne Homes

· Stuart Milne Homes wish to build different house designs to the original planning application and this will be discussed with the Planning Dept.

· SEPA is still in discussion about flooding issues and Planning is involved; also
Section 75 will be revised and the Puffin Crossing recommended for Gateside

8. Public Realms
· Traffic light problem re changing it to a four way system – M. Love is to undertake a Traffic Census after Easter
· Caithness Stone has been ordered

· M. Borthwick will attend the next KCC meeting

· N. Davidson to write to the Roads Dept. re the traffic signals for the red/green man being out of synch at the Walker Homes

· J. Cross to contact E. Horne regarding the re-siting of the bus stops on Queensferry/Eilston Roads

· J. Cross has met with the Manager of First Bus at the Larbert Depot to discuss KCC concerns – unreliability, lack of driver knowledge, attitude of some drivers, going past or beyond bus stops, safety issues

· Complaints are encouraged but when contacting the Depot the word “complaint” must be mentioned and then will be recorded

· If the last bus from town breaks down, First Bus will foot the bill for a taxi in order that people can get home

· There are continuing  software problems re trackers for First Bus

· Manager willing to come along to the May KCC meeting

· Horseburgh Bus No. 63 broke down three times in one week

· Tender decision on the renewed 63 Route available on 30th June
10. Environmental Issues
· Dog Fouling – Dog Warden out today at the park, but no incidents were seen.                      N. Davidson  will keep in touch with the Wardens to see what progress is being made

· D. Wraight will see about the repairs needed on the Stirling Road

· There will be a Road Safety Audit re school safety railings and double yellow lines

· School Extension – the first phase will be at the back of the school and the construction traffic will enter via Carmel Avenue; the second phase will see the construction traffic enter off the Stirling Road

· 20mph – A group has been formed to look at this city-wide and D. Buchanan is a member of it. All roads adjacent to schools are being recommended for 20mph. in the village which would impact on Queensferry Road and Stirling Road; public discussion will begin in August 2014
