MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE COMMUNITY COUNCIL HELD IN THE BEN CLEUCH CENTRE, TILLICOULTRY ON 8TH OCTOBER 2013 AT 7.20 PM.

CHAIRPERSON’S REMARKS 

Chris McCallion welcomed all to the regular meeting of TCDCC.

POLICE REPORT/PACT
The Community Council was given a written report by the Police for the period from 11th September until 8th October compiled by PC James Miller.

It was reported in that period that there had been 18 crimes of which 9 had been detected, which related to a clear up rate of 50%. The Road traffic offences were quite low but vandalism was perhaps on the rise.

The most problematic area for parking was at the entrance to the school. On 26th September PC Miller attended at the school and found no issues at the garages but drivers were parking on double yellow lines and had been warned that another incident would be accompanied by a fine.
There had been time spent on monitoring vehicles in Moss Road. The red vehicle had been observed by a community officer. Checks had shown that this vehicle had no registered keeper and further efforts would be made to trace the vehicle.

A current PACT priority was required from the CC. Suggestion was made for a drop-off zone for schoolchildren, perhaps in Ramsay Terrace. 
Parking in bus stops is a serious problem especially in Devonside and the High Street in Tillicoultry even though the bus stops have double yellow lines. 

Dog fouling is improving since the Dog Watch campaign has been started. Apparently, there are more people picking up their dog’s poo and watching their dogs when they are running around loose. The Public Park is still a place where any dog fouling can cause a horrible disease in children and adults when they are playing rugby or football in the park. Dog poo is dangerous.
Coalsnaughton has had some problems but it would seem that it was not as bad as a gentleman stated at the September meeting.

It was agreed that PACT would be on the next agenda and it was also agreed that parking was PACT object.

MINUTES OF LAST MEETING 
Ian Gordon stated that the Minutes did not say that the Parish Church Wall repairs had been financed and a contract had been awarded for the work. It was not noted that the budget group would meet before the November meeting. With these amendments, acceptance of the Minutes was proposed by Ian Millar and seconded by Graeme Clark. There was no dissent and the Minutes were agreed as a correct record.
TREASURER’S REPORT
The report has not changed since the AGM and the funds are as follows.

The general fund of TCDCC stands at £3,034.25
The Over 70’s fund of TCDCC stands at £1,813.28

The Tillicoultry Gala Fund stands at £4028.98
The Tillicoultry Christmas Lights fund stands at £911.92.

It was agreed that the budget group shall come up with ideas for the generation of funds for TCDCC and report to the November meeting. 
SECRETARY’S REPORT
The Secretary had received the following: - NHS Magazine, the Alliance News and Bank statements.

Ian Gordon attended the Paragon Housing AGM and could report that the company was in a comfortable position financially and had little trouble meeting its commitments on the social housing front.
Police Scotland had sent letters regarding the closure of public counters and a traffic warden review. There was also an email sent and this would be distributed to the CC list. Police Scotland should receive as many replies as possible.

Lesley Baillie has sent an email in which she said that Clackmannanshire Council would give the CC exclusive use of the Committee Room 2 Store until 31st March 2014 while the CC storage requirements would be addressed on a long term basis. The CC was suitably grateful and accepted the offer.
The AGM of CTSi will be held on Wednesday 30th October at 6.00 pm in Alloa Town Hall. From 7 – 9 pm there would be a discussion on the Third Sector. It was agreed to send the email round to the CC list.

There are bookkeeping courses available on 16th and 23rd October from 10 am & 7pm in the CTSi boardroom. No one from the CC was able to attend.

The review of Polling Stations is up for consultation. It is proposed that Tillicoultry would have only one place to vote, namely Devonvale Hall. If anyone disagrees with this idea please let Ian Gordon know as soon as possible and the replies will be sent to Clackmannanshire Council before 1st November 2013. 
Friends of the Earth wish to have a meeting in Tillicoultry. The CC could have one in the Centre but it would be restricted to around 40. The meeting agreed that it would wish that the FoE agent should argue the toss with the CC before the CC could agree to a public meeting. It was agreed that FoE did not warrant one of the CC’s public meetings. The Secretary was required to advise FoE of this decision.
It was agreed that FoE would have to hire a hall at which they could make their spiel about Fracking. However, it was also agreed that the FoE representative be asked to the November meeting to tell the CC what evidence is available on the subject of fracking.
Another version of the CC Protocol has been sent by Lesley Baillie and will be distributed to the CC list for comment.
The review of the SOA which was to take place on 10th October in the Ben Cleuch Centre has been postponed.

PLANNING REPORT
There has been nothing of note for Tillicoultry during the last month  but an objection had been placed  for the applicant at 14 Kirktoun Gardens who is wishing to have retrospective permission for blocking a path and taking ground belonging to Clackmannanshire Council.
Billy Shepherd resigned from the Planning Committee of the CC. In his absence Ewart McAuslane was suggested by Robert McClelland to fill the post. (Post meeting note): Ewart has agreed to head the Planning team.
SOCIAL COMMITTEE
There was no comment other than that a Gala meeting was required.
COUNCILLOR’S REPORT
Donald Balsillie said that there was an 8 week consultation period for the Local Development Plan.
The old Community Centre would be demolished to obviate some of the fly tipping. The current bids for housing on the site seem to be dearer than the cost of the Council doing the job themselves.
The contract to sort out Tillicoultry Glen was held up by the contractor because of health & safety issues.
Archie Drummond disagreed with Donald and said that the path and bridge should be completed by March when the access should be opened.

The Hospital bus will stop running on its present route in March. Alex Neil made no reply when he was asked about the hospital bus only going from Alloa.

Bobby McGill has organised Coalsnaughton Hall for the November meeting of TCDCC.

ANY OTHER REPORT
Tillycoeur has arranged for French lessons for people of all ages who wish to learn the language. This will happen as soon as practicable. The cost will be for the Teacher’s time etc.
There will be a meeting of the EDF Community Fund in the Ben Cleuch Centre on Monday 14th October 2013.
It was still not clear whether or not the Community Week organisers wish to be set up as a sub-group of TCDCC. Time will tell.
