
“Fellowship In Christ”

Tonight's message is about us as 
Christians continuing to do the work  that 
Jesus did  when He was ministering to 
the people in His earthly Ministry.

The word Fellowship means to 
participate in or to be a partaker of the 
work that Jesus Christ started.  The 
Disciples we partakers of Jesus’ ministry 
they worked closely with Jesus for three 
and a half years learning to do the things 
that Jesus Himself did.  Jesus then sent 
His Disciples out to have a practical 
experience of what they had been 
learning at His hand’s. (Luke 10:1-3)

As modern day Disciples of Jesus we are 
to go out and do the same work as 
Jesus did.  In Luke 4:18 we see what 
Jesus came to do while He was here on 
the Earth   
“The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me,  

Because He has anointed Me To preach 
the gospel to the poor;  He has sent Me 
to heal the brokenhearted,  To proclaim 
liberty to the captives And recovery of 
sight to the blind, To set at liberty those 
who are oppressed;.”

Notice that Jesus came to minister to the 
people in society who need ed to be 
ministered to, the most, The ones that no 
one else wanted to help!

As Disciples we are to do the same 
thing, we are called to help the people 
that no one wants to help.  We are 
encouraged to help  other believer’s first 
as it say’s in  the scriptures “And let us 
not grow weary while doing good, for in 
due season we shall reap if we do not 
lose heart. Therefore, as we have 
opportunity, let us do good to all, 
especially to those who are of the 
household of faith” (Gal 6-9-10).

In the same way FICM is like that same 
Ice burg, people can only see a small 
church above the waves, so to speak but 
below the waterline there is a lot more 
going on that we are involved in like  
helping other Churches both spiritually 
physically and financially. 

The Lord showed me that He is going to 
turn the Ice burg upside down so 
eventually every body will see that FICM 
is a Hugh International Ministry that 
stretches across the whole world and 
that it’s headquarters are right here in 
Crewe.

To do this we must be willing to help the 
other parts of the Ministry that cannot 
help themselves because that is what 
Jesus would have done.
