	Priorities and Challenges faced by HCC Adult Services – 
Cllr Liz Fairhurst
Cllr Fairhurst thanked the Chair for this opportunity to attend the meeting today.

HCC Adult Services have many challenges over the next few years not least severe pressures on budgets and the increase in the ageing population.

The aim is to address the above issues in a number of ways including:

· Care at home service

· Prevention & Early Intervention services
· Effective management of the funds available in conjunction with working in partnership with Public Health and partners.
Questions:

Graham asked Cllr Fairhurst for examples of how partnership is working.  Cllr Fairhurst cited two groups working to ensure effective management of funds and quality of service.  Firstly the Health and Wellbeing Board which included representation from HCC, Clinical Commissioning Groups, District Councils, the Voluntary Services, Healthwatch and the Wessex National Commissioning Board.  Secondly through the Integrated Care Teams which includes representation from GP’s, Commissioning staff and Social workers.  One recent success from the Integrated Care Team was to reduce the number of hospital admissions.

Chris asked if the increased pressures on funding will impact on the number of clients who receive a HCC care package.  Cllr Fairhurst responded by stating that HCC will always meet their statutory responsibilities with respect to individuals with ‘substantial or critical’ needs.

Richard expressed concern over a local sheltered housing scheme that has recently lost HCC funding for a scheme manager.  Cllr Fairhurst responded by explaining that in all review of services there are difficult decisions to be made.  There are limited funds available and the Councillors are responsible for ensuring that this is spent effectively.

	Review of Local Bus and Community Transport Services 2014 – Peter Shelley HCC
Peter presented on the ongoing public consultation for the above running from March 2014 to 31 May 2014
HAOPF and local Forums were asked to feedback to the consultation with both local and County-wide views before May 2014. 
What is this consultation about?

Hampshire County Council needs to save £1.25 to £1.5 million from public and community transport spending by 2015/16 and this consultation aims to collect the views and preferences of organisations and individual’s to aid us in the decision-making process. 

The contribution from the Passenger Transport Services support could be achieved by a mixture of the following proposals:

· Reducing or ceasing support for Sunday services 

· Reducing or ceasing support for evening services after 7pm 

· Ceasing the 9am early start for the older persons bus pass 

· Reducing the frequency and/or days of service 

· Replacing bus services with taxi shares or community transport services 

· Reducing the amount of printed publicity with a greater use of electronic information 

The review will only look at those bus and community transport services which receive financial support from the County Council.

Further information about these services can be found on our publications page, or visit Traveline for all timetable information.

What does Hampshire County Council currently spend and provide?

Currently Hampshire County Council spends £4.7 million on supporting local bus service and ferries across Hampshire, with a further £1 million spent on supporting community transport services. The County Council supports 200 bus services across the county, which account for 28% of bus journeys, the other 72% being made on commercial services which do not receive a subsidy from the County Council. 

The bus services supported by the County Council cater for around 4 million of the 30 million bus passenger trips in Hampshire in a year.  In addition to this Hampshire County Council spends £13.4 million on concessionary fares providing people with older, disabled and companion passes and travel vouchers.

	Open Space – Discussion from Local Forums

Basingstoke and Deane Over 55s Forum (Graham Finlayson)
Currently have over 550 members signed up.  An early payment of annual subscriptions attracts a discount of £1.00.  Forum funds are very healthy.
At the last Forum meeting included items on the closure of Deeside care home, Age Concern Hampshire, hospital radio and forensic medicine.  Basingstoke Gazette was present to report on the funding for the hearing loop.  Over 320 attendees resulted in some having to be turned away due to exceeding the capacity for the venue.  Alternative larger venue is proving difficult to find.
Planning to run 12 coach trips this year which include free bonus trips.

WWI centenary celebrations will include poetry reading, guest speakers, issue of poppy seeds and refreshments.

In discussions with local Council regarding recycling of butter cartons.

Participation in New Age Kurling and the Forum choir are healthy.  The core fitness group is struggling with approx. 10 regular attendees. 

Havant 50+ Forum (Jean Buckle)
A new location for meetings has been identified, however It is a bit out of the way and not as good as the previous meeting place.

The joint coffee mornings with Age Concern Hampshire no longer take place.  Age Concern Hampshire is holding separate coffee mornings in their shop.

Currently having issues with cold calling in Havant.

Some Forum members are having problems with the batteries in smoke alarms.  It was mentioned that there was a bad batch of alarms installed and the Fire Service are replacing these items.  

Action:  Jean to pass details of any individual who is having problems getting the alarm/battery changed to Alex.

Gosport Older Persons Forum (Richard Strong)
Recent success in lobbying local Council to install pedestrian crossing at a health centre – has taken two years.

Will be presenting at the local Council Overview and Scrutiny Committee regarding the reduction of bus services in the area.

Next Forum meeting is on the 25th April and will focus on safety in the home and outside.

Hartley Wintney and District Over 55s Forum (Chris Cornwell)
In partnership with interested parties there have been six awareness sessions in respect to Dementia Friendly Communities/High Street.

The Parish Council community bus scheme has been a great success and is now able to accept bus passes on some routes and Chris encouraged all Forums to investigate the use of Section 106 money to provide Community bus schemes.  He is prepared to help other Forums to look at this.

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HAOPF TREASURER’S REPORT 2012-2014

A copy of the Summary of Accounts is attached to this report. It has been divided into three parts, displaying the accounts for 2012, 2013 and for January and February 2014 in separate columns.


The current funds are the balance of the sum transferred from Hampshire County Council on 1st March 2011, when it was agreed that the HAOPF would take on responsibility for its own accounts. The HAOPF received a grant of £30,000 when it was initially established and the amount transferred (£13,308.45) was the sum remaining after deduction of all expenses paid by the HCC up to the handover date, including the salary and on costs for administrative support.

Following the decision to set up a Community Account with Barclays Bank, the transfer of the balance of funds (£12,242.28) to this account was completed in December 2012. It was also agreed at the 2013 AGM that the HAOPF accounting period should run from January to December, each year, and the agreed changes to the Constitution of the HAOPF have been incorporated. 

The attached Receipts and Payment Account shows the expenditure for 2013 and for the two months to the end of February 2014, to provide the most up to date picture at the March AGM. The major costs have been for members attending Committee Meetings, expenses arising from the Silver Wheels bid in 2012 and other external meetings attended by committee members. 

The current balance is £10,983 and the average cost per HAOPF Meeting is approximately £85, although there may be some expense claims for HAOPF Meetings that have yet to be submitted. 

It is a requirement that the accounts are subjected to an independent audit and this will be completed before the meeting in May 2014.

Report of Chair

March 2014



HAOPF membership has remained steady this year with attendees from all of the affiliated forums attending the regular bi-monthly meetings.

This involves 12 local Older People’s Forums from across the county coming together to give an older people’s perspective on subjects as diverse as the review of the Library Service, to the prospective closure of care homes and from the style and format of information Hampshire County Council publish about care homes and services to the review of the transport services across the county.  All of this information and lots more is shared with the HAOPF attendees who are then able to respond both as a HAOPF, a County-wide representative organisation, and also by sharing the information with their local forums, we are able to elicit local responses with a community voice.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]We have also been privileged to have made strong links with a number of other organisations and to attend meetings relevant to the interests of older people.  I must thank our HAOPF representatives for giving of their time and expertise to take part in these activities.  Included here are SEEFA (South East England Forum on Ageing) which our Vice Chair, Chris Cornwell attends on behalf of HAOPF. Hampshire Independent Equality Forum, run by community Action Hampshire, which Richard Strong attends on behalf of HAOPF and the Joint Older People’s Well-Being Steering Group which Chris Cornwell regularly attends and feeds back from.  I am also grateful to Graham Finlayson for attending the Village Agent Steering Group on behalf of HAOPF.

This past year has been a challenging one for HAOPF as the local authority financial constraints become more evident.  Nevertheless, I have been pleased to note that many of the initiatives HAOPF have supported are going from strength to strength.  There are now 35 Village Agents in rural areas; Meals on Wheels across the County (you may recall that Chris was heavily involved in developing this contract and keeping the voice of older people to the fore through the contracting stages).  We have also broadly supported the development of Extra care schemes and these continue to advance at a variety of locations.

This year we have participated in the listening exercise in support of the Older Peoples Wellbeing strategy update which forms the basis of support for older people for the next 4 years

We also welcomed Nick Wilson from SEEFA who discussed older people’s accommodation needs and asked for our input to this work.  Chris will take this initiative forward on our behalf.

Finally I would like to thank both my Vice Chairs, Chris & Graham - Graham in particular for his role as treasurer and web-manager for HAOPF.  I would also like to thank David Harris and Karen Ferris from HCC for their support.  I hope HAOPF will continue to contribute and to grow over the coming year.
