FATHER BRIAN’S MONTHLY MESSAGE

Lent refers to the period of 40 days before Easter, from Ash Wednesday
to Easter Eve, usually omitting Sundays. Lent follows the Bible story of
Jesus going into the wilderness where he fasted for 40 days, right at the
beginning of his ministry. It is generally believed that lengthy fasting
concentrates the mind and enables us to think about the more important
things of life. In more recent times, this period is observed as a time of
penance, abstention from festivities, almsgiving and by devoting more
attention to religious exercises. In this regard a weekly House group will be
held on the five Wednesdays in Lent - 8th, 15th, 22nd, 29th, March and
5th April at 7.30pm at Lyn & Alan's.

During this time of preparation, we need to examine our worthiness to
celebrate the great Christian festival. Our daily lives are surrounded by a
materialistic society in which there are many temptations which seek to
turn us away from the right path, the path which God wants us to follow.
Jesus faced the same temptations in the wilderness, he needed to prove to
himself that he had the willpower to withstand the urge to follow a
different path than the one that would ultimately lead fo the cross. It was
the devil's purpose to fempt Him by offering attractive alternatives. Still
today we too are tempted by the devil's offer of “the good life”, a life that
puts God on the side-lines. Lent helps us to put God in the centre.

BISHOP’S ROADSHOW 2017

On Saturday 28th January Lyn, Alan, Michael and myself
attended the Bishop's Roadshow 2017. Here follows a brief
report from me on what the Bishop spoke about:

The Bishop started with conveying his thanks to us all for all
that we do, and although there were also clergy in attendance,
he said the day was more aimed at other leaders of the Church
such as Treasurers, Church Wardens, Lay & PCC members. He
was truly thankful for the job we all do. He also stressed that
money was not the main aim of the day - yes it would be a big



part of it, but not the only aim. The day was split into 4
sessions:

Session 1: VISION - The Church as God's mission, The Church
as Christ's Body & Bride, The Church as the Spirit's Dwelling
Place.

What is the "Church"? Is it the building, the people? The
Church is God's "big idea", it is not ours but his, the Church is
God's "big picture" made up of many parts. Just like ina
marriage the whole "Church" has to work together, each part
doing their bit and being prepared to work together. Just like
a "body" with God as the head, every other part of the body
needs to be in working order for the head to also work. Just as
we "The Church" need to help and look after the "body" of the
Church to help maintain the "head". The Church is our dwelling
place, we should all WANT to be there, despite our
differences. We should all make our Church dwelling a place
that others want to be also, and feel accepted, no matter
what. This is the "vision" for the Church.

Session 2: REALISM PART 1- The Cost of Clergy, Living as
Disciples, Parish Share & Giving, Facing the Challenge.

The Church members of our past have helped to build up our
Church, financially as well as in person. In the past it was felt
as one's duty to give to the Church. It is now our duty to
maintain what others have given before us, to keep it going for
their legacy. When we give financially to our Church, we like to
see the money being spent. When we see our money being
spent on our Church, it encourages us to give more. We need to



remind ourselves that we are not "giving to our Church" but we
are "giving to God" as that is whom our life belongs to. We
should want to give from what we have at the start of a month,
not what is left at the end. They say now that many modern
family homes are one pay day away from not being able to pay
their way, if the main income is lost; our Church is the same
(here at All Saints we don't have reserves). Parish Share is
now paid by each Church per-clergy, not on attendance figures
as was in the past.

A full-time priest parish share is £67475 per year. With the
costs broken down:

£25676 stipend paid to the priest

£2183 Nation Insurance contributions

£10014 pension cost (this may seem high, but most clergy on
retirement do not own a home)

£12302 Housing costs for our clergy

£1733 Appointment costs

£11117 Curate costs (this is the same for everyone, you don't
get charged extra for having a curate, the cost is spread to
all)

£2585 Diocesan Clergy Training costs

£1866 National Training Costs.

Here at All Saints we have been paying for a "part time
stipend" so less than above, this will now go up in the coming
years as we move to a full-time priest. We have to all be
committed to face the challenge in raising the extra income to
cover this.



Session 3: REALISM PART 2 - The Ministry of All God's
People, Clergy, Lay Ministers & Teams, Flourishing Parish
Churches.

The ministry of our Church should not just be left to the
priest, we should encourage all to take up this work. If we see
gaps in our Church, where something is not being done, we
should be prepared to address this, talk to our priest and be
prepared to take it on ourselves. Just as Jesus recruited his
disciples to help do his work, we need to be our priest's
disciples, and be willing to do his work. We as a Church need to
work as a team, work together. Don't complain about a job
being done unless you are prepared to help out and do it
yourself! The Diocese is committed to training and laying on
lots of training opportunities. The Bishop wants to see
"“flourishing parish Churches," just as at the end of every
service at the blessing we are sent out to share with others
our blessings. Thankfully, the Bishop said, we are a flourishing
diocese, which does show growth according to national
statistics. We have to also realise that not every church can
do everything, we should be prepared to work alongside other
Churches, and club together if needed rather to go without.

Session 4: CONFIDENCE - Confidence in Ordained and Lay
Ministry, Confidence in Local Church, Confidence in God's
Purpose.

We should all be able to have confidence in our priest and lay
assistants, if we don't feel we have this it should be
addressed at a higher level. We need to have confidence in our
Church and our diocese. In order to be a Church with enough



resources to cover everything financially and spiritually the
statistics show that we should be looking at about 100
members on average. A Church'’s parish share should be able to
be paid with 60% of a parish's income, in order for that Church
to meet its needs. In 2016 All Saints parish share was £35202
(this will now increase). Our TOTAL income was £57322. 60%
of this is £34393. So, for 2016 we were just under. We have
to realise that our parish share will be going up over the next
few years in order to pay for our full-time priest (Father
Andrew was part-time), so we all need to help bring up our
total income, whether this be through stewardship or
fundraising. The Bishop believes that if a Church has
confidence in itself, it will flourish, and when this happens the
finances will come.
The day ended with closing prayers, a hymn and a blessing to
all from the Bishop.

T he Tarsus Times
Cor! Paul's at it again

Welcome back to the Tarsus Times; greetings from the
cosmopolitan city of Corinth. They say Port goes well with
cheese but this port goes well with sleaze.

Its 3 years since our last edition and 17 since Tarsun hero
Saul was blinded by the Light and set about preaching about
Jesus Christ. Paul, as he's now known, got a mixed reception
from Jews and is now very much on the side of the Gentiles.

Last time we were back in Syrian Antioch after a mammoth 2
year trek. Paul had been converting Gentiles to the teachings of
Jesus of Nazareth (for some, the long awaited Jewish Messiah).
Some Jews don't get this message and even some of those who
do aren't entirely sure about leftting Gentiles in. To coin a
phrase: to circumcise or not to circumcise, that is the question.
Paul and his mate Barnabas travelled to Jerusalem for a great
debate where it was decided Gentiles only needed to give up
pagan ways and eat clean meat to be accepted as Christians;
circumcised or not. 2 guys, Silas and Judas (also called
Barsabbas) were chosen to spread this message whilst our
heroes returned to Antioch.

Paul soon had itchy feet, wanting to return to the previously
visited places; Barnabas wanted to take John Mark, but after
last time Paul was not so keen. So, Paul chose Silas and set of f
over land through Cilicia whilst Barnabas and John Mark went
home to Cyprus.

Paul took Silas to Derbe and then Lystra. You'll recall Paul was
stoned to death in Lystra last time but miraculously recovered;



the greeting this time was far more friendly. Here Timothy
joined the team; of Jewish mother but Greek father Timothy
wasn't circumcised but Paul wanted Timothy to make an impact
on the Jews as they travelled so irrespective of the decision in
Jerusalem Paul circumcised him!

Onward then through Iconium and Pisidian Antioch fo parts of
Galacia and through Asia to Troas, Paul is very clear that God is
leading him. So, we avoided Bithynia and didn't actually preach
in Asia, but in Troas Paul suddenly had a vision telling him to go
into Macedonia. Setting sail and stopping briefly on Samothrace
Island we arrived in Philippi, just inland from the north Aegean
coast.

Philippi, a Roman colony with strong Jewish connections, gave
Paul a mixed reception. Lydia a key believer gave us hospitality
and Paul baptised her and the family but after casting out an
evil spirit from a young slave girl who told fortunes her owners
caused trouble for Paul and Silas, having them beaten and jailed.

There are reports of strange things that night: Paul and Silas
were praying and singing when a violent earthquake opened the
prison doors and the chains fell of f all the prisoners - something
to sing about for years to come. The jailer took Paul and Silas
to his own house and all his family were baptised. Now Paul and
Silas are both Roman citizens and the Roman officials ended up
having to apologise to them.

Onward then through Amphipolis and Apolonia we reached
Thessalonica. Jason gave us hospitality here and Paul started
teaching but after just a few weeks some Jews were keen to
stir up trouble and this time picked on Jason and his colleagues
who ended up having to pay heavy fines; so that night we moved
swiftly on to Berea. The message was more readily received
here, especially among the Greeks. But Jews from Thessalonica



pursued Paul who moved on to Athens leaving Silas and Timothy
in Berea for a while.

Corinth and Athens are 2 cities relatively close together and
intense rivals. Athens considers itself a seat of enquiry and
learning; Corinth seeks “true wisdom"”. Athens is prominent on
the western Aegean but Corinth guards the gateway to the
wider Mediterranean protecting the peninsular of Achaia. For
many years Athenians have looked down on Corinth as a city of
sin. Times have changed but as prominent port it's still more
than ready to reinvigorate any washed up sailor!

Paul stayed the winter in Athens where his words were intently
listened to, but only occasionally truly received. So come the
spring Paul moved to Corinth finding hospitality with Aquila and
Priscilla. He's teaching once again to both Jews and Gentiles and
Silas and Timothy have re-joined us. Paul has started writing
letters so I think we're going to be here for a little while.

St Marys & All Saints Church is very
beautiful, do seek it out if you are ever visiting the shrine (it is at
the bottom of the village from the shrine). Mass began at 12, it was
a lovely service, so nice to see so many there for the occasion, as

Before we ate, Victor Bickers (Bicky's cousin),
thanked us all for coming. It also gave us all time to chat and mingle
with each other, it was especially nice to chat to Father Ron's family
who had travelled from America, they told me all about their time in
England and the many places they had visited. It was very hot in the
hotel so after we had eaten, my mum, my sister and I had a little
wander about the village to see the priory ruins. Upon returning to
the hotel we just had time to lavish the cheese & biscuits and
cheesecake that had since been laid out. Saying our goodbyes to
everyone we made our way back onto the bus to journey home.

It really was a lovely day out, to say our final goodbyes to Father
Ron & Bicky. I personally will never forget how Father Ron so
willingly baptised both my children as small babies, after me being
met with resistance from my “local church” which I had been
attending. This was most certainly a turning point in gradually coming
back to All Saints where I grew up after worshiping elsewhere for
some years. Walsingham has a special place in my heart, having
visited the shrine many times when I was young on holiday in
Norfolk. In fact, when both my children were baptised Father Ron
used water brought back from the holy well at Walsingham.

Like any day out with a group of people, there a few moments from
the day that added a comedy element to it! My mums “sliding" seat
on the bus, Aprils “large” bobble for her woolly hat, and Anne's
doggy bag” of cheesecake. If you want to know more you will have to
talk to the people concerned!!!!
