In the interests of avoiding duplication and for the convenience of the Examining Inspector, a group of objectors to this scheme, including Transport Solutions for Lancaster and Morecambe (TSLM), the Campaign to Protect Rural England (CPRE), the North West Transport Roundtable (NW TAR) and the Campaign for Better Transport (CfBT) are working together. 
1. The scheme is inappropriate development in the Green Belt

2. The scheme would cause a very significant degree of harm to the purposes of including land in the Green Belt and to its openness, as well as to the beneficial uses of land once designated as Green Belt

3. The small scale and strategic importance of the Green Belt render it particularly sensitive to any change, as demonstrated by the historical context around its designation

4. The scheme would also cause significant harm to the  tranquillity and landscape character of the area, and these harms have been under-rated in the application documents

5. Very special circumstances to justify such inappropriate development, and which would clearly outweigh the significant harm done, have not been demonstrated
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
