Camp Kit List

This list is intended as a guide. Cubs and their parents should be encouraged to think of their own requirements and to add or amend items as necessary, using guides and sources of information that they can find. Some suggestions are below.

Cubs need to pack their own bag (preferably a rucsac) so they know what they arrived with.

All items should be clearly labelled with the cub’s name. We are sharing Bonaly with other groups so lost items may well stay lost unless well labelled.

Full uniform 

Warm sweater/s or fleeces

T shirts/long sleeved shirt

Trousers/jeans

Shorts (warm weather)

Underclothes

Socks/hiking socks

Pyjamas

Trainers (old as they will get filthy)

Strong shoes or hiking boots

Waterproof jacket/trousers

Hat/gloves

Suncream (we can dream)

Sleeping bag

Towel

Wash bag/soap/shampoo

Handkerchiefs/tissues

Daysack/water bottle

Personal medications (please inform leaders with details)

Torch (with fresh batteries)

Camp blanket for Campfire


Pillowslip (for Forth Lodge) 

Old tea towel

Please note that jeans are not suitable in wet weather as they do not keep you warm when wet (they also weigh a ton).

For sixers and seconders (who will be camping) a sleeping bag and mat are necessary.

For the cubs in Forth Lodge a sleeping bag is recommended and a pillowcase if you want to use a pillow.

Note: It’s a good idea to split the packing into a poly bag for each day marked Fri,Sat & Sun with an extra for dirty clothing to go into.
