We were taughtit was an adverb to give force to an adjective: “difficult” wouldbecome “very difficult”, “complicated”, “very complicated”.“Very” is hardly used now, its place taken by “incredibly” as  in“incredibly difficult”/”incredibily complicated”.  “Very” is nowa stop-gap word whilst we look for another word, as in “it’svery sort-of . . .”Does it matter, you snort. Do you snort?  You are right.Nothing matters, really, except love, money, power andheaven: but everything else is interesting, more or less, veryor incredibly, sort of thing, like, I mean, you know, in’it?Do you enjoy our limp link words? I do. We don’twrite them but we do speak them. Our favourites are em or uras in “Today em I want to ur speak about inter-governmentalbalistic missals” (cough nervously after long words). “Em, asyou know, ur in a manner of speaking em, please don’tinterrupt.”Do you talk to talk to God like that?  I hope you do,truly; stumbling to find the right words, pausing to shape theprayers of praise, love, request, longing.  If we only deliverspeeches to God, learned by heart, known since childhood -are we thinking, praying or only reciting?Prayer is from the heart and needs time and effort orthe silence of quiet understanding.  None of us minds if theperson we love is stuck for words.  We wait, especially forchildren, until they find those words while they say em and
ur and um, um. It is genuine conversation.  We are not taperecorders, words every ready: we speak and we pray fromthe heart, the mind translating the heart into words.   Notalways easy, sometimes very difficult. Right? Absolutely -sorry, I mean yes.Praying from the heart, stumbling over words, fillingfamiliar words and phrases with love - that’s prayer.  In thepresence of God we speak or are still. It is the silence ofeternity and we are lost in time. You know what I mean?Today is Education Sunday. We celebrate the gift ofour wonderful minds, capable of knowing and understandingso much, and the work of our schools in guiding our pupils,students, to the fullness of their places in the university oflife. Dear People,

You will notice some days that there are two
intentions for mass - and on Saturday/Sunday
there might be more than four.

I like to celebrate mass for when it is best for
the family - anniversaries, family able to come,
special occasion, etc.  We all have a number of
intentions when we come to mass but we know
that God’s love is like sunshine: we all receive
the same warmth and light no matter how many
or few there are of us. God hears all prayer.

The mass is for all our intentions. The
Church allows people to request a particular
intention, for which they may make an offering
(there is no obligation - it is an offering), but
forbids the priest to accept more than one
offering per mass. So as not to disappointment
those who ask, I may offer mass for several
intentions and then at another time or in another
place (eg in the Church’s missions) those same
intentions are remembered and the offerings
are shared.

This weekend we have ten intentions, all
remembered/ included with love, and there will
be six celebrations for those same intentions
later or in another place.

Feel free about making your offering. Never
hesitate if you know making the offering would
be difficult. As a small boy I heard an old lady
tell my mother she would love to have a mass
offered but could not afford it. “That’s wrong,” I
thought (I guess I was about 8) “people should
always be able to ask.”  I haven’t changed.
