The Council is also holding reserves for the continued maintenance of the Playing Field
and the Play Park.

8. Future Commitments

Work on developing the 14 acre playing field began in the previous

financial year with the construction of a MUGA which was opened in the summer of 2018. Work is ongoing
to provide a football pitch on the Playing Field and outdoor gym equipment. The Playing Field will be further
developed as a recreational field for community use in llton.
