1. Botany Lane – DCC had to re-advertise claim to landowners for comment, 6 week period now over with no objections. Claim now awaiting clearance of a further 6 week period to see if any procedural objections, these objections have to made through the High Court. Louise will ask Barry to look at what work may be needed when we get the go ahead on 28th November 2019. Landowners either side of bridleway are responsible for maintaining 50% of bridleway.                                                                                    
2. Woodseats Lane – DMMO 04333  is with DCC. It was noted there is an unofficial notice about the route being only a footpath with a claim under consideration by DCC on post at Woodseats Lane end of the route.
3. Matley Moor – DMMO 04360 with DCC. Steve will re-issue Peter Jackson letter clarifying validity of rider's evidence forms to the route claimed, i.e. the route in front of Matley Moor Farm connecting to Pennine  Bridleway. Map still extends to Higher Hillgate Farm i.e. beyond the claim.
4. Blackshaw – DMMO 04369 Claim similar to Matley Moor has been extended by DCC.
5. Tom Heys – Next  DMMO to be completed. Kim to contact previous owners of Tom Heys Farm for any assistance. Mrs Bradley's daughter? Steve to carry out Land Registry search to establish land owners (3?) 
6. Pingot Lane – Lesley has additional evidence forms and is to walk the route with a rider to ascertain the exact line of claim. Lesley will walk route with Janet Dentith.   Lesley to give blank rider's evidence forms to Peter for him to talk to Spring Paddock. Judith/Keith. 
7. Warrasfold Bridge to Well Row. Surveyor Report now received, about width of path from bridge to Well Row, width now greatly reduced by garden intrusions. Also minutes from Longdendale UDC. Lesley - Claim now ready for submission to Tameside. Lesley mentioned that wooden gates blocking this route in Broadbottom are now defunct

Charlotte, Peak Horse Power, asked Di Trantor to raise issue with BHS to possibly join forces with Cycle UK and put pressure on Natural England to progress with Pennine Bridleway. 
10. Great North Cycle Route discussed, which uses footpaths and roadways through Charlesworth. 800Miles in length Middleton Top to John O'Groats.                         
11. PB Tintwistle crossing – Debbi to chase a response from Nick Osborne, Peter advised Gill Millward of reported situation i.e. Pegasus lights have been removed. Reported by Peter to Gill Millward, only light on one side of road removed. Peter to try and get Tintwistle and Hadfield involved  in this section of Pennine Bridleway. Kim is to email Peter about precisely what is happening re the proposed Pennine Bridleway route.Forward Kim's email to Tintwistle PC.
12. Christmas Ride, Little Mill Car Park or Roman Lakes see Gill's email.
13. Paul Knowles re Cow Lane. Not attended this meeting. Lesley to follow up by conversation with daughter who works for Paul Knowles.
14. Hargate Hill access – Louisa reported after talking to Jenna that Huddersfield wanted the route around the stables to be closed because of Equine Flu and Bio Security issues. Peter and Steve to walk footpath route to see condition and any possible bridleway route. But footpath 115 being a multi- user would ease the situation.
