Owner is responsible for maintaining Bridleway, but SPEED will offer to help.
ii>Steve, Woodseats Lane to submit forms to DCC, along with correct DCC 

documentation. 
Forms have now been completed, with maps and rider's evidence forms etc. Take a few photographs of bridleway width measurements and then submit to DCC Matlock.
Lesley to provide scan copies of evidence forms for possible on-line submission to DCC.
Steve to let Lesley and Debbie have copy of forms submitted to enable them to complete their own claims in future.
iii>Lesley to submit Pingot Lane and other routes in Tameside i.e. riders forms with help from SPEED. Steve and Peter Use Newspaper search tool to find any references to Pingot Lane to Carrhouse Farm being a bridleway. 
Steve and Peter to examine Peak and Northern Footpath web pages for any supporting evidence for all Bridleway claims.
iv> Draw up action plan re Matley Moor Bridleway This bridleway will be claimed next after Woodseats Lane has been made.
Peter to produce graph of riders evidence forms for MatleyMoor and Blackshaw Farm. Old Maps have already been photo-copied to support MatleyMoor Farm Bridleway claim.

v> The Picker is a New Mills route which is blocked and in danger of being lost. Gill to let Steve have route for entry onto Project 2026 website. But lower priority than Matley Moor. Ongoing
Gill to let Peter have detail of Hill Farm Bridleway so he can ask Christine Harding for help on this claim.

Pat,Kim to give details of the horse lights that have been removed on the PB near Tintwistle, also photographs of the tree that is now blocking the Pennine Bridleway.
Gill to give details of Horse Crossing Lights that are too near the road.
Peter will report the above to DCC.
