I would like to object to the above planning application and state the following reasons for refusal.  


1.    My quality of life will be reduced and it will have a detrimental effect on my road if this house/plot of land/site etc is turned into etc . . . ..

2.    It does not respect the living conditions of the occupiers of building in the vicinity and will be harmful to the appearance, character and amenities of the area and neighbouring properties.

3.    It does not respect or enhance the character of the area particularly with regard to landscaping, scale and massing of development. 

4.    Intensification of dwellings in this spot will increase noise and traffic disturbance.

Insufficient note has been taken of parking and traffic needs in the plans.

I am concerned at the intrusion on the privacy of those properties neighbouring the site.

5.    Too many small flats without parking are being crammed onto this site.  

6.    I  would have no objection to a group/several/etc 2/3 bed family homes with garden and undercroft/off road/integral parking on this site.

7.    This road is already heavily parked and not suitable for flats with no parking facilities.

8.    Contrary to Government Guidelines, there have been no consultations between the Planning Office, the developer, or the community regarding this development.
