CVS News:
Council for Voluntary Service Central Lancashire is now a “3rd Party” reporting centre for hate crime for Preston
Enabling victims of hate crime to report incidents taking place in their local area without visiting a police station.  The CVS joins a number of already established centres across Preston including:- Disability Equality North West, Moor Lane Resource Centre, PUKAR, Centre for Independent Living, Community Gateway, Integrate and First Direct.  The system was introduced because police recognised that some people may feel more comfortable reporting a crime or incident an agency or organisation other than the police. The “3rd Party” reporting scheme means hate crime victims can report incidents to staff at these agencies.  Anyone wishing to report a crime or incident can do so by visiting the CVS office in the Guild Hall Arcade anytime between 10am and 4pm, Monday to Friday. Funding Opportunities


Funding to Enhance the Quality of Life of Older People - deadline 30 April 2013 
The Ambient Assisted Living (AAL) Joint Programme, which is a joint research and development funding programme to enhance the quality of life of older people in Europe through the use of Information and Communication Technologies, has issued a new call for proposals.  This call for proposals focuses on the challenges to an ageing population when society requires the use of technology by all its citizens, including older people. This call will fund proposals for innovative ICT-solutions that enable older adults to continue managing their occupation – at work in an office, a factory or any working environment. Proposals must present a work plan specifying the innovation process from development and validation of the concept through user involvement and pilot testing to final prototype, supplemented by a business model for sustainable market development.

Crisis – Changing Lives Programme - deadline 7 May 2013 
Crisis, the national Homeless Charity has announced that the Changing Lives Programme is currently open to applications.  Crisis  Applications are accepted throughout the year apart from during the summer period (mid July to mid September). Crisis Changing Lives programme provides financial awards of up to £2,500 to single people who are homeless or settling into a home and looking for support so that they may achieve their vocational goals. There are three possible grants: the Education Grant; the Self Employment grant;  and the Into Employment grant. Applicants must be; single (not living in a partnership situation with another person); over 18; Recently homeless (e.g. slept rough, lived in a hostel/refuge, ‘sofa surfed’ etc.in the last 5 years) free from alcohol, drug or other substance misuse for at least 6 months prior to application; working with a Support Worker for at least 6 months prior to the application; and eligible to remain and work in the UK indefinitely. All grants are transferred to local support organisations which administer and control the grant on behalf of their client. Grants recipients who have been progressing well towards their identified goal in their first grant application can apply for a second grant, providing they received their grant between one and three years ago. Applicants can apply for up to £2500 for a second grant.

Community Radio Fund - deadline 8 May 2013 
Telecom’s Regulator Ofcom, has announced that the Community Radio Fund is now open for applications. Through the fund, Community Radio Stations can apply for funding to support their core running costs. These can include: Management costs; Administration costs; Fundraising to support the station; Community outreach work; The costs involved in using volunteers. There is no upper limit of grant that can be applied for, however applicants are asked to take note of previous grants awarded for an indication of realistic award figures. Grants can only be made to community radio licensees which are broadcasting under a community radio licence (and not an RSL, for example). The average grant awarded over the last few years has been in the region if £15,000.

Triangle Trust 1949 Fund - deadline 14 May 2013 
The Triangle Trust 1949 Fund Grant is provided and administered by The Triangle Trust 1949 Fund and is available for charities in the UK. Funding for charities, not-for-profit social enterprises and community interest companies in the UK that are working to support unpaid carers or the rehabilitation of offenders or ex-offenders. Grants are available for up to £40,000 or 50% current annual income, whichever is lowest, per year for three years. The amount requested each year is expected to taper down as applicants develop other sustainable income streams. The application process is two-stage. Shortlisted applicants will be required to host a visit from the Triangle Trust and present their strategic plan for the next few years.

Prince's Countryside Fund Re-Opens for Applications - deadline 18 May 2013 
The Prince's Countryside Fund has re-opened for applications. The aim of the fund is to help improve the long-term sustainability of the British countryside.  In this funding round up to £500,000 is available to support projects that improve service provision in rural areas; support rural enterprise; support farming businesses; and provide training opportunities for young people. Funding is available for both capital and revenue costs. Applicants can be, but do not need to be, charities. All applicants must however be able to clearly demonstrate a significant level of public benefit arising from their activities (which fulfill the Fund’s charitable objects).

People's Postcode Trust Small Grants Programme - deadline 24 May 2013 
The People's Postcode Trust has announced that its small grants programme has re-opened for applications. Through its small grants programme, the People's Postcode Trust offers grants of between £500 and £10,000 to small organisations and community groups for projects lasting up to 6 months in the areas of: Poverty Prevention; Advancement of Health; Community Development; Public Sports; Human Rights; Environmental Protection.

Rural Community Broadband Fund Opens for Applications - deadline 24 May 2013 
The Government has announced that the third round of the Rural Community Broadband Fund (RCBF) is now open for applications. The RCBF will provide up to 50% of total 'eligible' costs to communities located in hard-to-reach locations who can demonstrate a local need and a demand for superfast broadband, and the ability to make it happen at a reasonable cost. Applications are accepted from organisations in rural communities that have been identified as being in the 10% hard to reach area which will get only standard broadband under the main Rural Broadband Programme being rolled out by Local Authorities.  It is recommended that communities who are interested in applying to the Fund should work closely with their Local Authorities in order to understand whether they fall within a 10% hard to reach area. In submitting an Expression of Interest, you will need to demonstrate that the project fits with the wider Local Authority investment in the area.

Criminal Justice Programme – Action Grants - deadline 30 May 2013 
The European Commission has issued a new call for proposal under its Criminal Justice - Action grants – programme. This call for proposals is based on the Criminal Justice annual work programme for 2013. It aims to select transnational and national projects that fall under the objectives of the Criminal justice Programme and address the priorities of this call.  These include: Supporting victims of crime; Procedural rights for suspected and accused persons; European Judicial training of European legal practitioners; Networking and exchanging best practice among practitioners;  Improving conditions relating to detention; eJustice.  The total indicative budget available is €15,210,000 and the minimum grant that needs to be applied for should not be less than €75,000.

Funding to Celebrate UK - German School Partnerships - deadline 31 May 2013 
Schools, FE Colleges and youth organisations that have an established partnership with a similar organisation in Germany can apply for a grant of up to £3,000 to help fund celebrations of their partnership. Grants provided through the Celebratory Fund can be used towards activity-related costs, e.g. materials, resources, dissemination activities; and travel, accommodation and subsistence costs related to the celebratory activity. Applications from clusters of schools or youth groups or cross-sector clusters are also welcome. Priority will be given to schools and groups who have not previously received funding from UK-German Connection.

UK–German Challenge Fund - deadline 31 May 2013 
The aim of the fund is to develop curricular and extra-curricular projects between UK and German schools and youth groups.  Grants provided through the UK-German Challenge Fund cover project costs, joint activities and reciprocal partner visits. The total amount of grant provided will be judged on a case-by-case basis, depending on the size, circumstances and numbers involved in the individual projects. Grants are available for both large and small projects and the amount can be to anything up to £5,000.

Forest Education Initiative - Partnership Fund - deadline 1 June 2013 
The Forest Education Initiative Partnership Fund is specifically to support the work of local groups known as Forest Education Initiative (FEI) clusters. It can provide grants of between £201 and £5,000 for specific activities, which enhance the overall objectives of the FEI. These are to help develop among young people a greater understanding of trees, woodlands, forest management, forest products and wood as a sustainable resource. There will be two or three bidding rounds each year depending on availability of funding.

European Integration Fund - deadline 10 June 2013 
The UK Border Agency has announced that it is now accepting applications for funding under the European Integration Fund (EIF). A total of £31 million is available to support innovative projects that support the integration of third-country nationals of different social, cultural, religious, linguistic and ethnic backgrounds within the UK. The EIF is aimed at projects assisting third-country nationals who have a potential route to legal settlement in the UK, to fulfill conditions of residence and integrate into British society.  Applications will be accepted from NGOs, charities, academic institutions, central and local government, intergovernmental organisations, limited companies and any partnership made up of these organisations. The minimum EIF grant that can be applied for is £200,000 per project; there is no maximum amount that must be applied for. Projects can last a maximum of twenty-four months depending on the start date.

Clore Social Leadership Programme - Opens 29 April 2013 - deadline 10 June 2013 
The Clore Duffield Foundation has announced that its 2014 Social Leadership Programme will open for applications on the 29th April 2013. During 2014, the Foundation will be offering 20 Fellowships to exceptional individuals who have the potential to take on a significant leadership role in the wider social sector. A number of these will be Specialist Fellowships, which are funded by particular organisations to target specific groups or address particular needs. In the past, bursaries of up to £20,000 have been available to help train and develop a new generation of leaders for the third sector in the UK. The Fellowship can be undertaken intensively over 12 months (the full-time option), or part-time, over a period of up to 24 months.

The Trust operates two grant making programmes.  The small grants programme (under £4,000) supports state schools and small registered charities which would like to undertake projects which meet the Trust's objectives and require a small amount of pump-priming in order for such projects to take place. Meetings to consider applications for the small grants programme take place bi-monthly throughout the year and the large grants programme (Grants over £4,000) is aimed at more comprehensive education programmes.

Grants for individuals and Third Sector organisations for research and publications whose primary focus is on regional and local history within the British Isles. No minimum or maximum level of funding is specified. Publication awards are made towards the cost of book production; research awards are intended to help with an author’s own incidental research expenses. Applicants should submit a brief outline of their project, preferably by e.mail. If the proposal meets the Fund’s criteria, the relevant application form will be provided. The Council of Management meets twice yearly to consider applications, 1st March and 1st August.

The Stanley Smith (UK) Horticultural Trust - deadline 15 August 2013 
The next deadline for applications to the Stanley Smith (UK) Horticultural Trust is the 15th August 2013. Through the Trust grants are available to projects of significance to horticulture (or botany with a strong horticultural content) and education for horticulture.  The type of activities that can be funded include: Training schemes for gardeners run by appropriate organizations. The provision of educational programmes in gardens open to the public. Preparation of exhibits or exhibitions of horticultural interest. The restoration of historically interesting gardens which are or will be open to the public. The development of new gardens which will be open to the public; etc. (please note the list is not exhaustive). The Trust also provides support for several traineeships in horticulture each year (August to July); these are awarded to applying gardens (who each find a suitable trainee).

Funding for Youth Music Making Activities - deadline 3 October 2013 
Youth Music, the UK's largest children's music charity, has announced that the next closing date for applications is the 3rd October 2013. Grants of up to £250,000 are available to support projects that provide music-making activities for children and young people, especially those young people in challenging circumstances. Youth Music will fund non profit-making organisations committed to music-making activities for children and young people up to 18 (or up to 25 if they have special educational needs, disabilities or are in detention). Youth Music aims to support music making activities principally in out of school hours such as during weekends, holidays as well as in breakfast and after schools clubs. Youth Music understands that programmes may need to begin in school hours especially if the proposal involves encouraging first time participation in music. To help with this, Youth Music will consider applications for programmes where up to 25% of the time is spent in school hours. The proposed programme should aim to encourage children and young people to eventually make music outside of school hours.

Arts Council - Strategic Support Fund - opens Autumn 2013
The Arts Council England has announced that the third, and final round of its Strategic Support Fund will re-open for applications in the Autumn of 2013. Approximately £15 million will be available for projects that address the priorities set out in Culture, knowledge and understanding: great museums and libraries for everyone and complements the Arts Council’s Major partner museum and Museum development investment. The programme is open to any accredited museum based in England (except Major partner museums and national museums) with over 15,000 visitors per year; any not-for-profit organisation bidding for a project the outputs of which will benefit the regional museum sector in England; and partnerships between eligible museums and not for profit organisations. Grants awarded will be in the range of £50,000 and £500,000.

Family Fund: £27.3 Million Grant Fund to Help Low Income Families with Disabled or Seriously Ill Children - No deadline
Parents of children and young adults who are disabled or seriously ill will be able to apply for a share of the £27.3 million Family Fund, the Government announced today as it continues its commitment for two years. Family Fund, the UK’s largest grant giving charity, is designed to make life easier for low-income families with disabled and seriously ill children and young people. The money can be used for days out, garden play equipment, computers, toys and kitchen appliances like dishwashers and washing machines. The fund helped more than 50,000 families in England last year, from a total of £27 million. The fund is now in its 40th year.

Signposts closes amid financial difficulties
A charity which has helped disadvantaged communities across Lancashire and Cumbria for nearly 20 years is closing. Signposts provides support to people in Morecambe, Lancaster and Preston with issues such as unemployment, homelessness and poverty. A spokesman said maintaining the charity had become "financially impossible" despite efforts to cut costs and secure new funding. It employs 25 people. The charity, which opened in 1994, supports people by offering advice and education, and connecting people to services provided by other agencies. Signposts will cease operation on 26 April and it is hoped volunteers and members of staff can be moved into other organisations and community projects.

Bedroom tax folk face ‘18 year wait’
Rehoming Preston tenants affected by the new ‘bedroom tax’ could take up to 18 years, housing bosses have warned. City council chiefs say housing authorities are faced with an almost impossible task of relocating tenants struggling with benefit cuts. Tenants face losing an average of £14 a week if they have a spare bedroom, or they can request to be moved to a smaller property to avoid the changes. Ribbleton Coun Brian Rollo today said there are simply not enough homes in Preston to accommodate everyone wanting to downsize. The Community Gateway Association, the city’s biggest social landlord, has estimated that, with 2,800 people already on the housing waiting list, it will take up to 18 years to rehome those affected by benefit cuts.

Benefit payments cap rollout begins in London
A government-imposed cap on many benefit payments nationwide is beginning in four London boroughs. Couples and lone parents in Haringey, Enfield, Croydon and Bromley will not receive more than £500 a week while a £350 limit applies to single people. The cap is set to be imposed across England, Scotland and Wales between July and September. Jobseeker's allowance, income support, child and housing benefit count towards it, but not disability benefits. The move is part of efforts to cut spending; the amount is said to reflect the average working household income.
