Caradon 2’s – 3 v 6 – Truro 2’s
Last minute notice meant that Caradon unfortunately and frustratingly had to travel to Truro with only 10 players. A shift in positions and despite going 2 goals down in the first 10 minutes, Caradon had to adapt quickly and did so with their new line up.
Regardless, Caradon’s heads didn’t drop throughout the game and some great passing play through the midfield, particularly in the link ups between Molly and player of the match Bizzie, showed the desire for goals.
Strong clearances and good shouting from the defence enabled Caradon to clear quickly whilst coming up against a very physical Truro side who pounced on a counter attack to make it 3. Great reaction saves from Ace, building in confidence with every game as her season debut in goal continues, worked well with the defence to keep the score to 3-0 at half time.

A shift once more in playing positions as injury forced a swap in defence and midfield. However, this worked in Caradon’s favour as Pippa’s determination on the wing led the play into the D, where a short corner was won and converted by Karen on the post. 
This boost in confidence pushed the yellows to further chances, Mollie a force to be reckoned with drove strongly forward, brushing off the pushing and shoving from the Truro midfield. Inconsistent umpiring did nothing to help Caradon’s hopes of a comeback, with conflicting decisions and the inability to allow ‘play advantage’ situations.
A solo run by the hanging Truro striker made it 4-1, but Caradon continued to press and won a further short corner which was sent to the backboard by captain Michelle, much to the delight and willpower of the whole team.
In a second half of goal tennis, Truro hit back goal number 5 only to find themselves back again in their own D defending another gritty Caradon attack. This time, great passing into space found Mollie free who took the ball on her own to finish with great confidence. 
Making up for a missing player and no subs proved hard work for the yellows who started to look tired against a Truro side with 3 players to choose from on the sideline. Their sixth goal came in at a height unsavable by defence on the line or keeper, before the teams were levelled out as continued dangerous play by one particular Truro player eventually placed her off pitch receiving a yellow card.  
As it finished 6-3, Caradon can take great pride in playing with such determination in a game where the scoreline didn’t reflect the gameplay.
