Caradon Men v Penzance 

The Caradon men’s team travelled to Penzance hoping to maintain their current good form  but an early lapse in the Caradon defence saw a goalmouth scramble putting the hosts ahead early in the game. Caradon responded and a fast break and cross from Neil Wallis enabled Neil Spencer to tuck the ball under the keeper to draw level. Caradon then consolidated and found form to take a greater dominance in the game with prolonged spell of pressure on the hosts leaving little for the Caradon defence to do. Luke Jeffery dominated the right side of the pitch with blistering pace leaving his marker gasping and provided numerous opportunities for the Caradon forwards. The pressure soon told and Elliot Watts’ persistence paid of with a rebound off the goalkeeper being put away to put the visitors ahead. Just before the break, a goal bound shot from a short corner was denied by a Penzance foot. The resulting penalty stroke was converted by Wallis. 
With no substitutes available, the effort being put in by the visitors started to tell and the second half saw more penetration by the hosts needing a response from the Caradon rear guard of Josh Terry, Tim Wright and Finn Andrews. The defence held strong and although the pressure from Penzance called on some dramatic saves from keeper Toby Riddle, Caradon kept their discipline and dug deep. With Penzance pushing hard, a counter down the right opened up with Jeffery again turning on the speed to ease through to the baseline, pushing the ball across to Leon Farrow who put it away to give Caradon a 4-1 result. This result puts Caradon 4th in the table with a home fixture against 5th place Plymouth University this weekend
