ten years old. Within three weeks,
Hugh contracted polio but fought
bravely and survived and never let it
affect the way he wanted to lead his
life.

He sang as atreble in the choir at All
Saints' and was later a most diligent
and sensitive Churchwarden serving
two terms of officein the mid-
seventies and again from 1991 to
1998.

Hugh's chosen career had been at the
BBC as a producer of programmes
for Radio 3, but when heretired he
decided to change tack and train for
the ministry to which he aways felt

he had a calling. He underwent the arduous

training with great good cheer, was or-
dained in 2000 and priested ayear later.

Hugh's ordination came at a most auspi-

cious time for the two Rotherfield par-
ishes as they were entering an interreg-
num following the retirement of the
long-serving Rector, Bob Butler-Smith.
Hugh's contribution at that time was

vital as he knew everyone and how
things were done at both churches. Many
parishioners have commented on how
his pastoral care was so evident at that

time.

Following the radical benefice revisionin
the Henley Deanery and the appointment
of Rev Graham Foulis Brown to All
Saints' in 2002, Hugh had the opportunity

g of atill wider ministry inthe sis-

" ter parishes of Sonning Common
. and Kidmore End which he pur-
. sued with enthusiasm.

But Hugh was alwaysinvolved in
the wider community and inter-
ested in local affairsand itis he
whom we all have to thank for the
inspiration behind this very publi-
cation!

than the church magazine — and so
. Peppard News was born and has
gone from strength to strength un-
der Hugh and subsequent editors.

For this and so many contribu-
tions, we thank Hugh and also his
wife Auriel, who has been a great
support to him and a good friend to
many.

M eatballs with Napoletana Sauce

For the Napoletana sauce (serves 4-6)
4 thsp extravirgin olive oil

2 large onions, diced

1 tsp freshly ground black pepper

5 garlic cloves, crushed

10 medium Roma tomatoes, diced

2 tins chopped tomatoes

5 thsp concentrated tomato paste

4 tbsp chopped mixed fresh herbs

For the meatballs (serves 4-6)
700g lean minced beef or pork
Y cup grated parmesan cheese

1 large egg, lightly beaten

% cup fresh breadcrumbs

2 thsp crushed garlic

1-2 tsp salt (optional)

1 tsp freshly ground black pepper
% cup of milk

1 tsp dried oregano

2 tsp dried parsley

3-4 balls mozzarella, diced

1. Pre-heat oven to 350°F/180°C/gas 4.

2. For the Napoletana sauce, heat the oil
in large saucepan over a medium heat,
add the onions and fry gently until trans-
lucent. Stir in the black pepper, fry for 1
minute then reduce the heat to low and
stir in the crushed garlic. Fry gently for
3-5 minutes then add the fresh and
tinned tomatoes, cover with alid and
simmer gently for 5 minutes. Stir in the
tomato paste and mixed herbs, remove
from the heat and set aside.

3. For the meatballs, put all the ingredi-
ents apart from the mozzarellainto a
large bow! and mix together then shape
the mixture into golf ball sized meat-
balls.

4. To assemble the dish, pour Napole-
tana sauce into a large ovenproof dish,
put meatballs into the sauce, cook in the
oven for about 30 minutes, or until
meatballs are golden-brown and cooked
through. Remove from oven, arrange the
mozzarella slices on top of the meat-
balls, return to the oven for 10 minutes.
5. Serve with garlic bread or freshly
cooked pasta.

The New Inn

My friend and | took ourselvesto the New
Inn at Kidmore End for lunch where we
received afriendly welcome. We were
offered asmall table in an almost empty
restaurant (one of our pet hates) but upon
request we were immediately given alar-
ger table. Their menus cater for all tastes
and pockets and we opted for their special
lunch offer of 2 courses for £8.95.

To start we shared mushroomsin a cream,
garlic and tarragon sauce - a generous
portion, served with fresh crusty bread. It
was most delicious, the tarragon a good
complement to the mushrooms, but on the
rich side, so sharing was ideal!

To follow, my friend chose the fish and
chips - agood portion of tasty haddock in
alight, crisp batter with chunky chips and
afresh sidesalad. | ordered the 'pie of the
day' - another good sized dish, generously
filled with chunks of lean, tasty steak in
an excellent tomato gravy, topped with an
impressively light, crumbly home-made
pastry. This came with an equally gener-
ous portion of new potatoes and a selec-
tion of four fresh vegetables.

For pudding we shared a home-made ap-
ple crumble. The chunky pieces of apple,
although nicely cooked, were unfortu-
nately not very flavoursome; the crumble
topping was dry and somewhat tastel ess;
the only disappointing dish of an other-
wise excellent lunch.

Our only other grumble was that what had
started off asfriendly and attentive ser-
vice, unfortunately tailed off towards the
end of the meal; we had to wait along
time to order our pudding and then to pay
our hill, even though by then we were the
only two customers in the restaurant.

Overadl, generous portions of freshly
cooked food at a good price, although let
down by the service at the end.

Advice on new planning rules

In October new Central Government
rules came into effect for people want-
ing to extend their homes. In many cir-
cumstances you can now carry out ex-
tensions and alterations to your home
without applying for formal planning
permission.

However, in some circumstances, re-
strictions would remain, for example, in
conservation areas and also in our Area

of Outstanding Beauty (AONB). There
are tighter controls on paving over drive-
ways to help reduce water run-off contrib-
uting to flooding. Building regulations
will also still apply. To find out more go
to www.planningportal .gov.uk/uploads/
hhg/houseguide.html As most of Peppard
falls within the AONB, | would advise
anyone wishing to make alterations to
contact the District Council’ s planning
team first. It's better to get it right first
time rather than go through the massive
costs of rectifying something that has al-
ready been built.

Alarms database

SODC is encouraging people with burglar
alarmsto join anew aarm database to
stop alarms disturbing the neighbourhood
if they go off accidentally.

The council is responsible for stopping
alarmsif they cause annoyance. If a bur-
glar alarmis set off accidentally, the
owner risks annoying neighbours and if
the council can’t contact the owner of the
property, it can obtain awarrant and force
entry to the premises and then the owner
is charged for the cost of the work.

The database stores contact details of the
person with the burglar alarm and if the
council receives acomplaint, it can make
contact to have the alarm switched off as
soon as possible. Theregistration isfree
and only the owners and authorised coun-
cil officers can access the information.

Establishing a New
Footpath

There are two footpaths that turn off Wy-
fold Lane and cross the fields towards
Gallowstree Common and into New
Copse (footpaths 28 and 31 see map).

3 and 4 were learning about stained
glass windows. Wulfred, Archbishop
of Canterbury, declared at the Synod
of Calcyth in 816 that a new church
should have on display a depiction of
the saint for whom it was named. All
Saints' has plenty. One window
shows St Nicholas. The window was
given in memory of Fleet Surgeon
Hugh Winckworth Macnamara. St
Nicholasisthe patron saint of sailors;
it is said that he saved afleet of ships
during a storm. All that we can confi-
dently know about him is that he was
aBishop of Myrain south-western
AsiaMinor during the fourth century.

But, of course heis also the patron
saint of children, and we remember
him as Santa Claus, which nameis
derived, via America, from the Dutch
dialect form of his name, Sinte Klaas.
That heis associated particularly with
giving presents derives from the leg-
end that he enabled three girls to enter
into marriages by throwing bags of
gold through their window as dower-
ies(sic).

Over the next weeks and at our Christ-
mas services | hope that we'll sharein
his spirit of generosity, which ulti-
mately derives from the Christmas
story — the story of a God who gives

us his Son to free us from our fears
and to bring us hope and joy.
