1. All competitors to be 26 years of age or under (or the appropriate age according to the rules of the competition) on 1st September 2011. Competitors must be active YFC Members.  Members will be required to show their current Plastic Membership Card.  Failure to produce a card will result in a penalty charge of £5.00.  
2. Competitors will be disqualified if they contact the public by speech or sign while a competition is in progress or talk with each other in the stock judging rings.  Chief Stewards will be required to warn competitors and then report the incident to the elected Complaints Panel for decision. 
3. The Complaints Panel will consist of any 3 Wales YFC Officials which are present at the event.  A Wales YFC Staff member will be present as an observer.   

4. Mobile phones will be confiscated during all competitions. 

5. Written notification of intention to lodge a complaint or to dispute the result must be received by the Activities and International Committee Chairman within one hour of the completion of a contest or immediately after the announcement of the competition results.  Accompanied by a deposit of £10 which will be refunded if complaint is substantiated.  Complaints will only be accepted from members of membership age, Club Chairmen or County Chairmen.  A panel of three will deal with all official complaints and where possible problems will then be dealt with on the day to find a satisfactory result.  If not the chairman will discuss the complaint at the next A&I committee meeting.   
6. On no account should members approach Judges voicing their complaint or indeed writing to outside organisations, prior to the complaint being raised and discussed at a Wales committee.

7. Unacceptable behaviour by competitors or supporters, which adversely affects other competitors, will be penalised.  
8. Removal of exhibits before the allowed time (without consent from the Chairman of the Activities and International Committee or the Activities Officer) will result in the offending competitors marks being withdrawn.

9. Infringement of Rules - Any infringement of the rules will result in a competitor\team being placed ten points below the lowest placed competitor in that competition.  Unless specified differently in the rules of that specific competition.  
10. The decision of the Judge(s) shall be final within the framework of the rules and any harassment of the Judge(s) may lead to disqualification.  Abusive behaviour towards Judges and Stewards will, in continual and extreme cases, lead to disqualification.   
11. Competitors will be awarded at least one mark in each competition with the exception of Rule 9.  
12. Members are advised not to use expensive items in any displays.  Wales YFC will not be held responsible for any items left on display.

13. Results of competitions to be considered for future National and International Competitions\Selection of teams.

14. The Wales YFC Council reserves the right to amend or cancel any of the rules of the competitions.

15. Names, clubs and dates of birth of all competitors to be sent to Wales YFC Centre, Llanelwedd, Builth Wells, Powys. LD2 3NJ before any closing date.
16. Federation Organisers to be responsible for all arrangements for competitors, including briefing and details for Stewards.

17. A draw for the order of appearance for the appropriate competitions will be conducted by the staff at the Wales YFC Office prior to any event.  
18. At least one judge in all Stockjudging Competition be bilingual.

19. Individuals cannot be called upon to judge the same competition in consecutive years.

20. All rules marked with * will mean that a white coat is required.  Competitors who will not be wearing a white coat during that competition will have 5 marks deducted from their overall marks.   

21. Should a member require assistance to compete at a Wales final due to disability (learning/physical), every effort shall be made to ensure inclusion of the individual with dignity, respect and confidentiality. Wales YFC requests prior knowledge of assistance required in order to maximise the benefit to the individual.

22. Insurance cover provided by the National YFC Insurance Scheme will apply to all Clubs and members participating in Competitions. Each Club has been supplied with full details, and further information is readily available from the YFC Insurance Department, NFU Mutual Insurance Society Limited on 0191 212 5710.

23. Unless specifically stated in the competition rules no over age members / parents are allowed to help clear and set up displays /stage etc. 

24. Please note that any items (i.e CD’s MP3, Craft items etc) received after the important date specified in the rules will incur two penalty marks per day until received by the Wales YFC office.  

25. All competitors should note that their performance may be recorded, photographed or filmed for the purpose of media coverage.  If any member is unhappy with this they should inform the Wales YFC office prior to the event.
