	Cowdale Quarry
	Phil welcomed Philip and Jane Jones from Cowdale.  Philip spoke about the latest planning application for development of Cowdale Quarry for a bottling plant.      He gave the history of this site and then explained what the planning application was for and what the implications would be if it were granted.    

The grounds of objection had been summarised as follows -

development in the countryside, noise and dust with blasting and stone crushing with 50,000 lorry journeys to sell the stone, continuous traffic through Cowdale, loss of farmland, loss of wildlife and ancient woodland, views gone, loss of tranquility, light and noise from the factory, massive entrance dug out of Ashwood Dale onto the A6 with closed lanes and major traffic delays, unsustainable location with no public transport, car access only, other sites available eg Waterswallows.      Members also raised damage to water table and pollution from run off into river.  There was a concern that the ultimate aim is to quarry stone and establish an industrial estate.      Support for Cowdale community and objection to the planning application was requested.
